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The comments to draft regulation on R141, submitted by the expert from Japan, are described as follows.

Paragraph 5.1.6 and 5.6;  Reset requirement
  We support that it defines both 5.1.6 and 5.6.
 
  In case we need to limit either one of these, we support 5.1.6.
  The reason is that there is a benefit to have reset switch which drivers can operate because there is a need to configure the operating pressure which the vehicle manufacture has designated preliminarily in accordance with vehicle occupants and cargo, option tire sizes, vehicle maximum speed and fuel consumption.
 
 
Paragraph 5.2.2;
"In case of vehicle categories of M2, the TPMS shall illuminate the warning signal described in paragraph 5.5. within [not more than 10 minutes] of accumulated driving time after the in service operating pressure in one of the vehicle's tyres has been reduced by twenty per cent or it is at a minimum pressure of [220 kPa], whatever is higher."


Paragraph 5.2.3.1;
Described in paragraph 5.2.3.1 "for a tyre deflation relative to in service operating pressure of [20%] within cumulative accumulated driving of [5] minutes in one of the tyres." but for the reasons of below, we need to change the range of number to [10] minutes.
【Justification】
Considering the category of appropriate vehicles, reception performance of radiowave of M2 is difficult compared to M1 and N1.


Paragraph 5.3.3;
"For vehicle categories N2, N3, M3, the TPMS shall illuminate the warning signal and for categories O3 and O4, the TPMS shall transmit an appropriate warning signal described in 5.5. within not more than 60 minutes of accumulated driving time after the in service operating pressure in any of the vehicle's tyres up to the total number of tyres* in all of the vehicle’s tyres has been reduced by [20%]."


Paragraph 5.3.4;  Overnight drop 
  What is the necessity of indicating "Overnight drop detection 5.3.4"?
 
  According to 5.2.2 and 5.2.3 rules, it is required that TPMS shall detect and illuminate the warning signal  for the pressure loss of 20% within accumulated driving of 5min.
  In addition to the above requirement, what is the necessity of adding different detect and warning requirement after accumulated driving of 2min described in 5.3.4?
   

Paragraph 5.5.2;
In order to perform the regulation, it is necessary to prepare a TPMS system (transmitter, receiver, etc.) on the O3 or O4 category vehicle side separately from the N2 or N3 category vehicle side for the following reasons.
【Justification】
· Since O3 or O4 category vehicles are frequently operated by changing N2 or N3 category vehicles, it is considered that TPMS systems are often separate.
· Communication is possible if the TPMS system is the same manufacturer as the O3 or O4 category vehicle side and the N2 or N3 category vehicle side, but communication is not possible if they are different manufacturers.
