Open issues discussed during the fourth meeting:

· §5.2.5
Japan commented in its document TPMSTI-03-04 that “in order to consider different tyre size setting between front and rear axle, the diameter of spare tyre unit should be discussed in more deeply, not only same size as normal.”
The Group discussed this issue in detail and came to the conclusion, that this issue, where tyres of different sizes were fitted to the front and to the rear axle, was handled in §5.2.5.2.
“If specific precautions have to be taken in order to fit a temporary-use spare unit to the vehicle (e.g. temporary use spare unit is only to be fitted on the front axle and therefore a front standard unit must first be fitted on the rear axle in order to address a malfunction of a rear standard unit) this shall be stated clearly in the vehicle owner’s handbook or any other communication means in the vehicle, and compliance with the appropriate aspects of paragraph 5.2.1.3. of this Regulation shall be verified.”
In that case “a front standard unit must first be fitted on the rear axle in order to address a malfunction of a rear standard unit”.
Q: Does same “size” mean “different diameter?
Following the definitions of UN Regulation No. 64, the diameter is included in the word “size”.
§2.7. "Tyre size designation" means a combination of figures that uniquely identify the geometric size of the tyre, comprising the nominal section width, the nominal aspect ratio and the nominal diameter. Precise definitions of these features may be found in Regulation No. 30.
This is in line with §2.16. of UN Regulation No. 142. 
The Group asked the experts from RDW and TÜV-Süd, if the Test Institutes have the same opinion. Answers will be given at the next meeting.

· §5.2.5.1.2.
The expert from Japan asked whether it is allowed to mount a “temporary-use spare-unit” to other vehicles than M1 and N1. According to §5.2.5.1.2. it is not allowed.
§5.2.5.1.2. A temporary-use spare unit of a type suitable for use on the vehicle, however, vehicles of categories other than M1 or N1 shall not be equipped or fitted with a temporary-use spare unit.
The Group was in general of the opinion that this should be possible and asked the expert from EC for the reason why this sentence was implemented in the Informal document GRBP-71-16.
To be discussed at the fourth meeting.

· Annex 1, §4.1.3.
§4.1.3. includes today only vehicles of category M1.
Q: What about the other vehicle categories, which were added to the scope? Do they need to be added to this paragraph? 
For heavy commercial vehicles the vehicle manufacturers recommend to inflate the pressure of the tyres corresponding to the mass of the vehicle. The mass of the vehicle can vary from day to day depending on the payload the vehicle has to transport. For these vehicles a fixed value cannot be given.
Question to the experts: How is this handled in other UN Regulations?
Are there any examples available which have solved this issue?
