ETRTO expressed their opinion that making a study on buffing temperature related to buffing speed is quite complex as many parameters have to be considered. ETRTO suggested to the IWG that this study shall be done in a later stage, if buffing difficulties have been encountered during the buffing process in the workplan.

As the proposal was raised by OICA (A. Rothe), not present in this IWG session, the item will be kept open until next IWG meeting.

· GANTT timeline 

IWG endorsed the timeline proposed by ETRTO as presented in WT-10-06.

European Commission representative understood the need to reschedule the workplan but explained the need to consult internally whether the UN procedure can be followed and considered for the new EC General safety Regulation or if EC will have to start a parallel procedure at EU level.

European Commission needs to consult internally whether the new timeline (related to the Covid-19 impact) can be accepted for the EU legislative procedure.

European Commission informed IWG that they can accept the time planning as long a Working Document shall be presented to GRBP September 2021 session, in order to have it adopted in WP.29 March 2022 session.
[bookmark: _GoBack]In case the above timeline cannot be respected, EU may start to work on their own legislation on Worn tyres.

IWG agreed to review the Gantt chart in IWG meetings, to depict the evolution of the Covid-19 situation.
