	1．Review of comments on NATM Master Document
	Action item 1: Comments submitted by VMAD members will be reviewed and reflected in NATM MD as necessary section by section.
· Co-chairs are responsible for chapter 1 – 4 of NATM MD.
· SG Leaders are responsible for chapter 5 – 9 of NATM MD.

	2．Path forward for upcoming meetings and process for further developing NATM MD
	Action item 2: CLEPA will lead a group of volunteers (Industry and CPs) for the development of a high-level description of how the scenarios and pillars will interact with each other (due date June 26, 2020).

Action item 3: VMAD subgroups will develop high-level descriptions of their respective element/pillars, including, but not limited to the following information (due date June 26, 2020):
(1) Provide a definition of the pillar/element. What is the pillar/element?
(2) Provide a high-level description of the various techniques that can be used by this methodology.
(3) Identify the strengths and weaknesses of the pillar/element. What are the implications/impacts of these strengths and weaknesses when applying the pillar/element to the NATM?
(4) Why should the pillar/element be included within the NATM?
(5) Discuss the maturity of the pillar/element. Is the pillar/element ready to be used now? Is there existing work?

(6) Discuss how the pillar/element interacts with each other.
(7) Any other characteristics of the pillar/element

Action item 4: VMAD subgroups are requested to begin the process of proposing questions and action items within the Workplan Document (VMAD-06-04), including establishing timelines for each question and action item. Timelines should take into account what can be accomplished in advance of the upcoming pillar-specific teleconferences in July and August, as well as what can be accomplished before and after WP.29 in March 2021.

To note, the abovementioned action items 2, 3 and 4 should focus on high-level general descriptions. At this stage, the work should:
(a) Use previously developed VMAD materials when developing their descriptions; and
(b) Focus on the general process and not how it could potentially be applied in the future in a type-approval or self-certification system. 
In addition, the descriptions for each pillar should consider the manufacturer’s approach, including how manufacturers perform testing and analysis during different stages of developing the ADS.

Action item 5: Germany will propose to re-phrase paragraph 1.4.1 of NATM MD with more detailed explanation of the work of VMAD IWG,
