2.1. Finalization of Common Technical Requirements for GRSG Submission 

Documents:  	SG-EDR-08-01 Working Document 

SG reviewed the three overwriting options.  OICA provided examples of systems where the option 2 and 3 overwriting requirements might overwrite more “interesting” events with less “interesting” events. Germany suggested modifications to option #2 preventing manufacturers from overwriting “regulated” events with manufacturer specific optional events would only apply to the first [2] or [3] buffer slots.  If the manufacturer increases the memory buffer size the additional space would not be subject to the “regulated” events restrictions.  This additional flexibility was added to the draft.

SG was not able to eliminate any of the three options and thus will forward the three options to GRSG for their guidance.

For section 3.3.1.4, vulnerable road user, US and EC agreed in shortened language.  EC proposed some minor clarifying text that was agreed, and the draft updated accordingly.

For section 3.3.2.3, rear impact, SG was not able to reach consensus.  Reference to front impact was changed to rear impact in the text.  China was also requested to develop a recommended speed proposal to replace the “xx” mph. Updated language will remain in brackets and the issue forwarded to GRSP 

For section 1.3 in the Scope, the lead into this section starting with “These performance elements” was deemed to be confusing.  As a result, the SG modified the language to read: “The following data elements are excluded from the scope:”.

“Mandatory if equipped” proposed definition was discussed and given a lack of consensus it was left in brackets for GRSG review.

OICA indicated that it had developed some proposed definitions for SG consideration.  However, given time constraints, the OICA proposals will be considered in discussion post July 1 GRSG submission.

SG added stronger language at the beginning of the “Open Issues for Continued Work Post July 1 GRSG Submission” and “Potential Step 2 Provisions” to make it clear that inclusion of a provision on these sections simply means that it is scheduled for further consideration and does not mean that it will ultimately be incorporated into the Step 2 EDR common technical requirements documents.

Section at end of document detailing the 58 agreement specific provisions was deleted from the common technical requirements document to be submitted to GRSG.


2.2. Finalization of UN Regulation for 58 Agreement for GRSG Submission

Documents:	SG-EDR-08-xx Working Draft for 58 Agreement Regulation

Chair reviewed the parallel 58 agreement text noting the additional provisions/sections specific to type approval certification.

OICA raised concerns with the definition of “type” in EDR.  Chair indicated that this language was consistent with many other UN regulations including reg 141 (TPMS).  However, this topic can be revisited after it is submitted to GRSG.  OICA tasked to develop proposed revisions to address their concerns.
