The Task Force agreed to use TFCS ahID2-09 as the working document for its review, this included comments from OICA-CLEPA and JPN. The output of the discussion was recorded as TFCS ahID2-09rev1. The document was subsequently cleaned and a version, TFCS ahID2-09rev3 was subsequently sent to the GRVA secretariat. The document was re-formatted and submitted as ECE-TRANS-WP29-GRVA-2020-29e
During discussions the following points were noted:
· Text was inserted to define how terms “shall” and “should” are used. The aim is to provide guidance on their use.
· ACTION 1: Chair - Add as a footnote where the first use of one of the verbal forms is used
· The OICA proposal for definitions was moved to section 8
· The OICA proposal for section 8 was reviewed but not accepted
· ACTION 2: All - Task force to review section 8
· ACTION 3: Chair – delete blank sections of the document (complete)
The whole document was reviewed, and it was agreed to send a clean copy to GRVA. An updated clean version TFCS ahID2-09rev3 was produced following a decision made on day 2 to remove empty text boxes.

The Task Force agreed to use TFCS-ahID2-10 (containing all proposed amendments) as the basis for discussion. The final output of the discussion was recorded as TFCS-ahID-11 rev2. A clean version of this was produced as rev3.
The review began at paragraph 7.2.2.3 and ended at paragraph 7.3.5
An overview of the proposal for section 5 was provided by representatives of the small drafting group who had provided the text. This included representatives from the European Commission, NL, DE and JPN.
It was noted that a template for sharing information is also proposed by the group but was not ready in time for the meeting. 
The following points of note were recorded: 
· It was noted that a list of critical elements may be useful for a future edition of the document once experience has been gained as to what manufacturers and Technical Services agree is critical
· Similarly, it was noted that any future revision of the document should incorporate lessons from application of the regulation
· It was agreed to delete blank boxes
· ACTION 4: Chair – delete blank sections of the document (complete)
· The proposal for 7.2.2.4 from JPN was amended and then accepted
· The aftermarket proposal for 7.2.2.5 was amended as it contained requirements additional to the regulatory text and accepted once amended.
· JPN proposal for 7.3.4 was discussed. It was noted that repeats earlier lines. JPN delegates were asked to confirm whether the text should be deleted.
· ACTION 5: JPN – to confirm if text for 7.3.4 should be kept or removed
