2.1. Review of TF (small experts’ group) progress.

2.1.1.  	TF-Overwrite – chair’s report

TF is currently focused on the EC proposed text (option #4 in working document).  TF reviewed this text and agreed to the text in section 3.3.4.1.   OICA is currently working to develop recommendations to address concerns with the other sections (3.3.4.2 and 3.3.4.3) including considerations for potential lead-time requirements.  Another TF call will be scheduled shortly.

2.1.2.  	TF-Definitions – chair’s report  

The TF on definitions is currently working on two primary tasks; Task #1 is focused on finalizing potential revisions to current definitions with a follow-on Task #2 focusing on definitions needed to support new data elements.  OICA has provided input on Task #1 definitions and the TF is planning to meet shortly to work through the Task #1 definitions.

2.1.3.  	Report on progress toward resolving sub-paragraph 3.3.2.3 rear impact.
SG reviewed sub-paragraph 3.3.2.3 for rear impact and developed the following draft language for consideration.
3.3.2.2   In the case of a longitudinal impact: if the vehicle is not equipped with a non-reversible restraint system for frontal impact:
3.3.2.2.1 For frontal impact, if the vehicle is not equipped with a non-reversible restraint system for frontal impact when the vehicle’s velocity  change in x-axis direction exceeds [25] km/h within 150 ms or less interval. 
[3.3.2.2.2 For rear impact, if the vehicle is not equipped with a non-reversible restraint system for rear impact the manufacturer may set the conditions for triggering locking of data by themselves.]

SG to further consider this language for approval at the September 15, 2020, SG-EDR meeting.

2.2. Data Elements

[bookmark: _Hlk50890168]Agreed that further discussion of data elements will need to include all CP’s (58 and 98) and industry (OICA/CLEPA).  Chairs to meet separately to develop an approach to facilitate the finalization of the Step #1 data elements in the remaining time.

2.3. Test methods

Document: 	China – TBD

China currently wants to include test procedures into Step 1 documents.  This was not supported by other Contracting Parties who support deferring consideration of potential test procedures to Step #2.
