Open issue for UN Regulation No. 141

· Define the requirements for the “Communication Interface” between the towing vehicle and the to be towed vehicle(s) of category O3 and O4


Work to be done at the 12th meeting

· Finalize the work on the Informal document to amend the Working document ECE/TRANS/GRBP/2021/6 submitted to the 73rd session of GRBP in January 2021



Based on the results of the discussion and the decisions at the 11th  meeting the Secretary prepared a first Draft proposal for the Informal document (TPMSTI-12-02) to be submitted to the 73rd session of GRPB in January 2021 and circulated this one for comments in front of this meeting.

· Approve amendments to ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRBP/2021/6 according to TPMSTI-12-02, I. Proposal
· Proposed changes were approved during the 10th and 11th meeting of this Task Force

The Experts approved the proposed changes

· Approve amendments to 01 series of amendments to UN Regulation No. 141 according to TPMSTI-12-02, III. Proposal
· Proposed changes were approved during the 11th meeting of this Task Force

The Experts approved the proposed changes

· Decide which option shall be chosen according to TPMSTI-11-03a
During the 11th meeting the majority of the Task Force supported Option 3. The Contracting Parties were asked to discuss this item at home and the outcome is either going for Option 2 or for Option 3.
· Decide between Option 2 and Option 3

The Experts reviewed the comments made by the Experts from The Netherlands and Finland (see TPMSTI-11-04 Rev.1) and discussed again the Pros and Cons regarding Option 2 and Option 3 as formulated in TPMSTI-11-03a.
The Experts agreed to choose Option 3 for the time being. To prepare a solution for Option 2 would mean, that the time frame available for finalizing the Informal document could not be kept. Option 3 is at the moment the best solution the Task Force can present, even if the Experts know that this is not the perfect solution.  
The Experts agreed to work out a proposal, which covers Option 2 and present this to GRBP for consideration at a later stage.

The Experts discussed, if this work should be done according to normal procedures, where Contracting Party(ies) or/and NGO(s) prepare amendments and submit them to GRBP or if the Task Force should be kept alive and work out an amendment incorporating Option 2.

The Experts came to the conclusion that the Task Force should continue its work and elaborate an amendment incorporating Option 2 to be submitted to the 74th session of GRBP in September 2021.

· Approve amendments to 01 series of amendments to UN Regulation No. 141 according to TPMSTI-12-02, V. Proposal
· Proposed changes were not approved during the 11th meeting of this Task Force

The Experts discussed the proposed changes according to TPMSTI-12-02, V. Proposal and came to the following conclusions:

Paragraph 5.1.2.:
The Experts agreed to implement the Tyre Pressure Refill System (TPRS) and the Central Tyre Inflation System (CTIS) into  the requirement that also these Systems “shall not be adversely affected by magnetic or electrical fields“ when fitted to a vehicle.

Proposed wording:
“5.1.2.	The effectiveness of the tyre pressure monitoring system, the tyre pressure refill system or the central tyre inflation system fitted on a vehicle …..”
The Experts approved the proposed change

Paragraph 5.1.3. and 5.2. to 5.6.:
The Experts discussed the proposed changes and disagreed to implement them at this moment into the Informal document. The Experts were of the opinion that the implementation of the Tyre Pressure Refill System (TPRS) and the Central Tyre Inflation System (CTIS) into these requirements would request more work. But the needed time for this work would jeopardize the finalization of the Informal document. 
Because the Experts had already decided to keep the Task Force alive they agreed to add also this issue to the coming work load and to prepare a proposal to be submitted to the 74th session of GRBP in September 2021.

· Prepare the Status Report of the Task Force for the 73rd session of GRBP
Due to time constrains the Secretary and the Chair were not able to finalize the Status Report for the 73rd session of GRBP.

Work to be done after the 12th meeting

· Finalize the proposal for the Informal document
· Circulate the document for a final review (see TPMSTI-12-02 Rev.1)
· Finalize the Informal document and submit it to GRBP

· Circulate the Status Report for comments
· Finalize the Status Report and submit it to GRBP
