Work done at the 3rd meeting

Annex 7 & Annex 8
CLEPA presented an updated version of TPMSTI-TAT-02-02 Rev.3, which was uploaded as TPMSTI-TAT-03-02.

The Experts of SWG went through the whole document line by line, discussed all items addressed and made corrections where it was necessary. The outcome of this procedure was documented in TPMSTI-TAT-03-02 Rev.1 and uploaded to the Task Force’s website according to the decision of the Experts of SWG. By comparing TPMSTI-TAT-03-02 with TPMSTI_TAT-03-2 Rev.1 every Expert is able to follow the changes made and agreed on during the 3rd meeting.

After the meeting the Secretary prepared a clean version of TPMSTI-TAT-03-02 Rev.1, which has been uploaded as TPMSTI-03-02 Rev.2.

During the discussions only Annex 7, Appendix 3 and Appendix 4 were revised. The alignment of Annex 7, Appendix 3 with Annex 8 Appendix 1 and of Annex 7, Appendix 4 with Annex 8, Appendix 2 is still open and needs further editorial work.

As agreed during the 3rd meeting of SG of SWG on 5th of May 2021 the request, that the Type Approval authority has to sign the Test Reports according to Annex 7, Appendix 3 and Appendix 4, was deleted.
See Annex 7, Appendix 3 and Appendix 4 Paragraph 7 of TPMSTI-TAT-02-02 Rev.3 in comparison to TPMSTI-TAT-02-02 Rev.2.

Responsibility
During the 3rd meeting of SG of SWG on TPMSTI-13-02 (5th of May 2021) the discussion was started on how to handle the responsibility for a “Component”, a “System” and/or  a ”Vehicle” when a small manufacturer of vehicles of category O3 and/or O4 is using the “Alternative procedure for type approval of a subject trailer” according to Annex 8. The Experts of The Netherlands, Finland and Germany prepared an information document for this meeting, which has been uploaded as TPMSTI-TAT-03-03.

“The possible issue in case of a type approval according to Annex 8 is the responsibility in relation to CoP. As long as there is no type approval in between for a component or a system, the vehicle manufacturer is responsible for the whole supply chain of the TPMS system in order to make sure that the CoP is covered for his type approved product. 
Therefor the current proposal might look attractive for a smaller vehicle manufacturer, but the vehicle manufacturer has no option to transfer the CoP responsibility to the TPMS supplier and has to make arrangements in order to cover those CoP responsibilities. Since the TPMS systems are electronic systems, it might be a large responsibility in relation to software, data and EMC for instance. Also, the influence of a small vehicle manufacturer on a large component supplier is probably limited. This means that the current proposal is only beneficial during the initial type approval application.”

The question is, what will happen afterwards.
To solve this issue the Experts propose to develop “a separate type approval for parts and/or systems in order separate responsibilities in relation to the manufacturing of parts, systems and vehicles. With a part and/or a system approval, the vehicle manufacturer can apply for an installation approval which would help the smaller vehicle manufacturers. Responsibilities are clearly divided and depending on how it is arranged, it could be a far more attractive solution for the smaller vehicle manufacturers.”

As the Experts pointed out “it is clear that it needs more time to develop. The current information can still be used and seems to be easily separable as follows; Everything related to the ‘reference trailer’ could be put in a part and/or system approval and everything related to the ‘subject trailer’ could be used for the installation approval.”

[bookmark: _GoBack]The question is however if the current proposal  “would result in the desired benefit for the smaller vehicle manufacturer since there is no option in transferring CoP responsibilities to the TPMS supplier. Arrangements can be made, it is however the vehicle manufacturer who is the end responsible for the type approval and all of its requirements.”  

The Experts of SWG discussed the issue of responsibility and the proposal and came to the conclusion, that the Task Force needs to take contact with the small vehicle manufacture of vehicles of category O3 and O4 and discuss with them the proposal. The Experts of CLEPA and OICA will try to reach them.
The Experts of SWG agreed to add this issue to the Draft Agenda of the 14th meeting of the Task force on TPMSTI.

Work to be done after the 3rd meeting

· prepare the first Draft proposal based on TPMSTI-TAT-03-02 Rev.1 for further consideration at the 14th meeting of the Task Force on TPMSTI
