Proposal of text to restrict the device installation position to vehicle's rear area

JASIC

Japan could agree "14.5.1.1 Either" if installation position would be restricted to only rear area of the vehicle. An unreasonable installation position might lead to the vulnerable road user’s misidentification of the position of the rear end of the vehicle and would result in unnecessary loud SPL, which would lead to complaints. For this reason, we consider specifying the installation position is important. Therefore, Japan propose to add red text to 14.5.1.1.


14.5.1.1.	Either 
The audible reverse warning device(s) fitted on the vehicle has been of a type approved under this Regulation (Part I);	
or
The audible reverse warning device(s)  fitted on the vehicle, which has not been of a type approved under this Regulation (Part I), this device(s) has (have) to fulfil the “Endurance test” of paragraph 6.5.(Part 1) and after that the audible warning device shall pass the test or comply the requirements described in part II of this regulation. In this case, the devise(s) shall be fitted on the area of [xxx].
1) the rear end

3) a quarter (1/4) of an overall length of the vehicle from the rear end
