	8. 
	Status report Post Processing core team

WTPP group presented its status and guidance request with document WT-24-02.
WTPP explained in detail the 2 positions in the WTPP, and the need to receive from IWG WGWT the right guidance to continue the work.

IWG provided the following comments:

Germany:
· Appreciated the work done
· the water depth measurement seems to be an important parameter: suggest to find/develop a standard way for water depth measurement
· The statistical significance R² for calculating the correlation is maybe not the most suitable method
· Agree with the Jasic proposal to have a molded worn SRTT, but not today as there is the need to respect the IWG timeline

Japan:
· There is a need for a 2nd phase of assessment to improve the formula. 
· Cannot agree with the stepwise approach as proposed

CATARC:
· Agree to go in a stepwise approach
· Other issues to be fixed
· SRTT worn need to be consistent
· Cost and buffing of SRTTworn to be considered
· Reanalyze the formula for consistency 
· SRTT worn usage conditions (age, storage, etc)
· Will come with suggestions for the water depth measurement

Chair:
· Understood the technical discussion, and reminded the IWG WGWT mandate.
· Proposed the stepwise approach for the SRTT worn
· GRBP Sept 21: Informal document amending Working Document with IWG agreed parameters  WP.29 March 22
· GRBP Jan 22: Informal Document with finalisation open parameters.  Informal Document to WP.29 March 22  

ETRTO:
· Molded SRTT is feasible, but timeline for ASTM standard: not before 2023 (due to Standardization process)

Chair:
· To respect the timeline and Jasic request, the 2 steps approach (step 1: buffed SRTT, step 2: molded SRTT worn (through new supplement))

JASIC:
· Reiterate the objection for a stepwise approach
· Request Scenario B (further assessment, final proposal September 2022)

Idiada:
· Will follow the IWG decision

Netherland:
· Will follow the IWG decision

France:
· Agree with a stepwise approach

OICA (from 24th session):
· Repeatability and reproducibility of the test method (considering an uncertainty budget)
· Request: Legal requirements shall be established to improve safety
· The test procedure and its results shall be able to be used for deriving limit values for improving safety
· The precision of the test procedure is therefore highly important
· Can new requirements be introduced in the UN Regulation where we have “limited” control about the final test result and its meaning in regard to safety?
· The test procedure defined here shall provide a measure under controlled and repeatable conditions
· Precision of the testing measurement. The ETRTO proposal showed a Weighted STD of 0,085 (trailer) and 0,076 (vehicle). OICA asked whether these values are sufficient. ETRTO responded that the new (revised) wet grip test method for tyres in new state has the same order of magnitude of Weighted STD (see GRBP-70-20 and GRB-68-15).  
· Other Test Centers shall be able to repeat the test procedure and reproduce the test results
· The test procedure shall be independent of tyre design and therefore safe and adaptable for future technologies
· The test procedure is affected by factors causing disturbance that lead to variation in the test results for the same test subject. These factors could affect the end result in a non-predictable way
· To identify the influence of these factors (Test track surface, water depth, buffing procedure, etc) an uncertainty budget needs to be established in which all the various sources of uncertainty are identified and quantified and from which the combined standard uncertainty can be obtained

Action item WT-24-03
ETRTO is requested to check whether it is possible considering (for homologation purpose and technical readiness) the adoption of a Working Document in September 2022 with the application of the regulation in July 2024


Conclusion (from 24th session):

The IWG didn’t found a compromise and the right guidance to WTPP to proceed further. For this, the following decision was taken:
· Urgent meeting on 23 August to inform EC on the status

EC sees the amendment proposal, submitted to GRBP 74, introducing requirements for worn tyres as a starting point. Further improvements to be addressed in a later stage.
EC is in favor for a 2 steps approach. 
To consider the Japan and OICA concern related to the new test measurement uncertainty, EC agreed that a tolerance shall be considered for considering the measurement uncertainty.

Japan: 
Agreed with OICA comments.

Chair:
Made a proposal to consider a stepwise approach as per document WT-25-04 considering new transitional provisions (to be rephrased to stick to the guidelines):
· for 03 series (C1 WGWT with buffed SRTTworn): some CP could choose not to apply it and not to accept the approvals
· for supplement 1 to 03 series (C1 WGWT with mould SRTTworn): applicable for every CP and mandatory for new approvals + extensions within xx months.

The Chair also proposed revised ToR (WT-25-05): To be noted that it is uncertain on what we would be able to provide to the Sept 2021 session for C1 and document shall be updated during next IWG meeting on 8 September.	Comment by VOSINIS Andreas (GROW): Does this mean that the 25th IWG has not decided for a submission of an Inf. Doc to the 74th GRBP?

Action item WT-25-01
IWG will check the proposal as per document WT-25-04 and provide their comments by next meeting.

Action item WT-25-02
Chair will check whether the transitional provisions as per document WT-25-04 are in line with the UNECE guidelines.

Action item WT-25-03
ETRTO to prepare a timeline for possible availability of molded worn SRTT by 8 September.

Conclusion (from 25th session):
IWG recommend to WTPP to continue to work on Formula 1, knowing that a mandate extension will be requested to work on molded worn SRTT.

Aim is to present the proposal as per document WT-25-04 to GRBP 74th session.
