THE STATEGY EXISTS:

UN and FIABCI representatives will assist the Ukrainian real estate market to attain
sustainability

On 18 June 2010, Kyiv will host a round table “Towards Sustainable Real Estate Markets in Ukraine” set up by
leading global players in economic and real estate spheres in Europe and supported by the FIABCI International
Real Estate Federation.

Main event organizers will be the International Real Estate Federation (FIABCI), the United Nations Economic
Commission for Europe (UNECE), the UNECE Real Estate Markets Advisory Group (REM), the State
Entrepreneurship Committee of Ukraine and the Realtor Chamber of Ukraine (RCU). This high-profile event will
involve the government of Ukraine and representatives of other branches of the state power. Furthermore, the round
table will attract international real estate market experts, representatives of various professional real estate associations,
owners of leading Ukrainian builders, investors and executives of big real estate operators, as well as investment and
legal companies.

During the round table the organizers will unveil to the participants a list of key principles and recommendations for the
national real estate market development. The document titled «Policy Framework towards Sustainable Real Estate
Markets. Principles and recommendations for the national real estate sector development» was designed by the
REM Advisory Group of the United Nations Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE), supported by the FIABCI
International Real Estate Federation. The document is a recognized deliverable of several international high-profile
forums (New York, Rome, Geneva) and is designed to minimize the repercussions of the global economic crisis for real
estate markets in both developed and developing European countries.

European analysts claim that the analysis of the current economic crisis plainly points to the fact that major reasons
included flaws in normative bases in the financial sector and real estate sector. Thus, in particular, pre-crisis real estate
prices were artificially inflated, there was no adequate mortgage loans control, financial markets were allowed to design
sophisticated financial tools the idea behind which was only clear to the select few, credit risks model was inadequate,
while rating agencies failed to execute their basic function. Moreover, investors also failed to comprehend what
financial tools they acquired, consumers failed to assess risks involved when purchasing highly priced property. “Thus,
the crisis highlighted a whole range of problems and demonstrated to the Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE)
the urgency to react to them by devising recommendations and facilitating the development of sustainable markets in
Europe”, says Jan Kubisch, Executive Secretary of the Economic Commission for Europe (UNECE)

Such recommendations were “Principles and recommendations for the national real estate sector development”.
The study offers institutional advice regarding issues such as creation of financial markets driven by property collateral,
standards for coordinated real estate appraisal and investment risks assessment transparency. The document also
provides justification for the need of a more comprehensive and multilateral approach to the creation and management
of organizations dealing with real estate, especially in economies in transition, and offers an overview of institutional
prerequisites for the creation of a reliable real estate sector, which in its turn will contribute to the achievement of social
and economic goals.

European experts state that the document comprises ten basic principles to become key elements of the real estate
markets policy which will berevealed to the government and real estate specialists of Ukraine in the course of the round
table. Furthermore, European experts will accompany each principle with a list of major indicators to be considered by
authorized agencies when implementing the corresponding policy.

In the course of the round table, the attendees will welcome representatives of the Ukrainian government, President of
the FIABCI International Federation, FIABCI-Ukraine President, Chairman of the Realtor Chamber of Ukraine,
representatives of the UN Economic Commission for Europe, as well as of the UNECE Real Estate Markets Advisory
Group (REM), who will present the concept and the full list of materials “Principles and recommendations for the
national real estate sector development”. International experts will demonstrate the best practices of how these
principles are applied in today's Europe and lessons that already crop up and need to be learnt. Among others, the floor
will be given to representatives of the construction sector and professional associations. Next, representatives of
international organizations, of the Ukrainian government, business, investors, big real estate operators, as well as
investment companies will discuss the lay of the land in the national real estate sector and peculiarities of implementing
the showcased practice in Ukraine. This will be followed by a press conference and a reception.

The outcome of the round table “Towards Sustainable Real Estate Markets in Ukraine” is to be a special joint document
detailing workable solutions to foster a sustainable real estate market in Ukraine. Simultaneously, a working group is to
be set up to cooperate with the government of Ukraine and to sum suggestions and recommendations voiced at the round
table.
