Agenda item 1. Adoption of the agenda
· The provisional agenda (IWVTA-37-02-rev.2) was approved.

Agenda item 2. Adoption of the report of the 36th IWVTA IWG meeting
· The report of the 36th IWVTA IWG meeting (IWVTA-37-01) was approved without any modifications.

Agenda item 3. Highlights of the WP.29 184th session on IWVTA
· The Chair reported on the outcome of WP.29 184th session on agenda item 4.3 “IWVTA”. Comments were made by Switzerland and EC about the proposed UN R0/04 series of amendments which added UN Regulations (UN R154, etc.) to Annex 4 of UN R0.
· Comments by Switzerland: Approval to UN Regulation No. 154 are not sufficient to grant vehicle emission approvals in EU. He suggested a footnote in UN Regulation No. 154 to clarify the situation.
· Comments by EC: The intention of the EU was not to prevent other CPs to benefit from an inclusion of UN Regulation No. 154 into UN Regulation No. 0.
· The Chair continued that EC agreed to add the following note to the minutes of the 36th IWVTA IWG session (IWVTA-37-01).
“IWVTA IWG took note of the fact that there was no equivalence with EU WVTA which would require UN R154+ UN R” RDE” +UN R83/08.”
· OICA stated that continuous efforts to make IWVTA as complete as possible would be necessary.

Agenda item 4. Report from DETA IWG
· The Chair of DETA IWG reported on the outcome of the 42nd DETA IWG meeting held two days before. (refer to WP.29-185-14)

Agenda item 5. Draft transitional provisions and update of UN Regulations in Annex 4, Section I of UN R0/05 series of amendments
· Technical Secretary explained IWVTA-37-04.
· The representative of EC asked the following questions;
Q1: Why are transitional provisions date (a) and date (b) necessary?
Q2: Why is transitional provision date (c) unnecessary?
· Technical Secretary responded as follows;
A1: Transitional provisions date (a) and date (b) are necessary in order to synchronize date (b), which should always be 1st September, between UN R0 and respective UN Regulations listed in Annex 4 of UN R0.
A2: Dates (c) of respective UN Regulations listed in Annex 4 of UN R0 are different from each other. Therefore, it would not be possible to determine date (c) of UN R0. In practice date (c) of UN R0 coincides with that of the UN Regulation in Annex 4 which comes earliest.
· The Chair requested the IWVTA IWG members to review the draft UN R0/05 series of amendments by June 2022 when it would be submitted to WP.29 for consideration.
· The representative of OICA suggested that transitional provisions could be inserted to UN R0 as early as possible starting with UN R0/04 series of amendments planned to be adopted in November this year.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]The Chair concluded that IWVTA IWG would submit a proposal adding transitional provisions to UN R0/04 series of amendments (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2021/84) to WP.29 at its 185th session. (refer to WP.29-185-10)
· UN Secretariat expressed assistance on this issue.
Note) extract from #185 WP.29 report:
64.	The World Forum agreed to consider the proposed amendments to document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2021/84 as a supplement at its March 2022 session.

Agenda item 6. Report from CPs on the status of granting IWVTAs, if any
· No new IWVTA certificates were issued by CPs present since the previous meeting.

Agenda item 7. Potential Measures to increase attractiveness of IWVTA
· The representative of Japan explained IWVTA-37-03 “How to fill in the new column in document WP.29/343”.
· UN Secretariat had purely technical concern; 
· The phrase “Unnecessary for L-IWVTA” might be too long to be stored in the new column.
· The representative of OICA stated that the industry would like to know the minimum set of UN Regulations required in each country which might be also informative to CPs. Most of the columns are now just filled in with the word “IWVTA”.
· UN Secretariat replied that there was no room for expansion in WP.29/343, however, database on certification procedures in each country could be newly created, if necessary.
· The representative of South Africa explained certification procedure “compulsory specifications” in his country.
· The Chair concluded that the document “How to fill in the new column in document WP.29/343” would be submitted to WP.29 at its March 2022 session for consideration.

· The representative of OICA explained IWVTA-37-05. Since all component lamp approvals are required for the UN R48 approval, there is no need to repeat all these separate component approvals under the R0.
· It was agreed to keep this agenda item at the next session.

Agenda item 9. AOB
· The Chair requested UN Secretariat to post Q&A documents on Rev.3 of the 1958 Agreement and IWVTA to conspicuous place of WP.29 web-page.
· Next meeting: March 4 (Friday) 2022
· The representative of OICA kindly offered to host the meeting in case physical meeting would be feasible in March.
