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Questions and Concerns from Japan regarding the direction of the R48-09SIG


· Japan believes there is currently clear statement of the problem that Japan is trying to address with the result of 3rd and 4th R48-09SIG session. Specifically, at the 3rd SIG, Japan recognized that GRE-85-28 has become a guideline for SIGs to work on.
· We are aware that OICA itself, which is most affected by the regulation of Lamps under park condition, has shown understanding of the above, and for this reason, OICA has prepared SIG-05-04 as a draft regulation of Lamps under park condition.
· The enactment of these regulations would not have been possible without the cooperation of OICA, and we would like to express our gratitude for their generous cooperation and contributions.
· On the other hand, there seems to be a significant divergence in direction between SIG-05-02 (JP) and SIG-05-04 (OICA), both of which are currently proposed regulations.
· As mentioned at the beginning of this document, Japan has submitted SIG-04-02 and its revised version, SIG-05-02, in accordance with the instructions given at the 3rd SIG session.
· In order to avoid divergence of discussions in the SIG and GRE, we would like to confirm the following open question before moving on to a detailed discussion of the proposed R48 amendment.

Japan Open Questions for R48-09SIG(GRE-86):

1. What is the scope of what should be regulated by Lamps under park condition at this stage?
· Japan recognizes it is urgent matter to regulate lamps such as "Wake-up/Shut-down Signal (including answer-back signals)" that are already on the market and may influence the safety of road users by flash and/or vary in luminous intensity and/or apparent surface.  A white list of lamps that may be switched ON in UNDER PARK CONDITION should be stipulated immediately.
· On the other hand, lamps to be introduced in the future, such as charging lamps for EV vehicles and lamp check lamps, are not seen as much of a problem at this time, and there will be some more time before they come to market, so we believe that we can add them as needed after establishing a comprehensive framework for lamp regulations under park conditions.
· For example, Child presence detection was introduced at the last SIG, but I think it is premature to consider it at GRE now when the discussion has not yet been approved by GRSP, where is supposed to determine this requirement.

2. Should the discussion be based on the Japanese proposal or the OICA proposal?
· Which proposal is more appropriate as a basis to achieve the SIG's task　"To arrange comprehensively the requirements for the lamps under the park condition and to promote the unified operation and international standard harmonization of UN Regulation No. 48."?
· In addition to the charging lamps and other lamps proposed by OICA, there are likely to be many other lamps to be introduced in the future, and it is necessary to identify which lamps will be introduced to the market in the future and clarify the individual requirements for each lamp as appropriate.
· However, since it is impossible to create a perfect framework for under park condition, it would be appropriate to add requirements for new technology lamps on a case-by-case basis within the framework of lamps under park condition, just as is done for lamps in the current normal condition of use.

3. Japan will propose a future schedule to organize the SIG discussions.
· Based on 1. and 2., we would like to propose the following steps to be taken in the SIG. The schedule is based on the GRE priority list.

Step 1. Regulate UNDER PARK CONDITION lamps with a focus on wake-up/ shut-down signals and existing authorized lamps (target: adopted in October 2022)

· Brush up on SIG 04-02-rev.

Step 2. Regulate under park condition lamps with a focus on new lamps such as charging lamps and lamp check lamps (target: adopted in October 2023)
(Main items for consideration)
· Identification of lamps to be introduced in the future
· Bring in videos of the lamps and share images.
· Consider specific requirements for each of the seven aspects (1. Which lamps are allowed, 2. Colour, 3. Intensity, 4. Duration, 5. Flashing or non-flashing,  6. Change of intensity, 7. Trigger）.
