	· Tyre Temperature Correction Special case (paragraph 3.3.4 of Annex 3 Appendix 2)
The secretary introduced the group into this special case by presenting the document IWGMU-19-05 and the overview in IWGMU-19-07. 
Since some experts of the group (Doug Moore (ISO), Ulrich Messer (OICA), Yoshihiro Shirahashi (JP), Michael Steffan (ETRTO), Dirk Volkenborn (OICA) and the chair Truls Berge (NOR)) want to figure out the problem with the different possibilities, they asked the secretary to organize a separate 1h-meeting. The aim of this meeting is to decide the group’s proposal.

· Transitional Provisions needed?


After a short introduction to this question, the group discussed that the rework of existing type approvals is not feasible due to capacities. Besides, the introduction of temperature correction and test track compensation was only targeting new type approvals. The chair confirms the scope on new type approvals. Among the discussed possibilities. only the proposal of the secretary of IWG ASEP was able to meet the timing requirements without postponement of the entire supplement 7.

Consequently, the group proposed to correct the paragraph 5 of supplement 7 by an informal document. Due to formal aspects and the timing, the group decided to have an exchange with the chair and secretary of GRBP to clarify the best way to correct the paragraph 5. In addition to that, the formal approach regarding the special case (mentioned before) could also be clarified.

The secretary was asked to schedule this meeting if possible next week with the chair and secretary of GRBP, the chair and secretary of IWGMU, the secretary of IWG ASEP and the convener of the ISO working group, dealing with this measurement uncertainties.
