The text reproduced below was prepared by the expert from Special Interest Group on the 09 series of amendments to UN Regulation No. 48 (R48-09 SIG) with the aim to add the park condition of a vehicle in the scope of UN Regulation No. 48 and to minimise hazards, such as glare and distraction, to other road users. The proposed modifications to the current text of the UN Regulation are marked in bold for new or strikethrough for deleted characters.

"External status indicator" means an optical signal mounted on the outside of the vehicle to indicate the status or the change of the status for Vehicle Alarm System (VAS), Alarm System (AS) and immobilizer of UN Regulations No. 97, No. 116, No.162 and No. 163, [under the park condition of a vehicle]."
To update the definition of external status indicator in paragraph 2.5.20 with the UN R162 and UN R163 and delete the list of UN Regulations.
