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1. Adoption of the Agenda

The Informal Working Group (IWG) on Intelligent Transport Systems (ITS) will adopt the
agenda for the second session.

The IWG on ITS may wish to exchange information on developments in intelligent transport
systems pertinent to, but distinct from, the regulation of motor-vehicle performance.

Transport, Traffic Technology Division; and

e  Mr. Andy Fisher - the Connected and Automated Vehicles (CAV) lead in National
Highways.

The IWG may wish to prepare recommendations for WP.29 consideration to support and
inform decision making across WP.29 and its subsidiary bodies on ITS related issues, if any.
