Background:
· IWG-EMC-30-07 includes the OICA proposal IWG-EMC-29-03 (grey text). 

Discussion:
Introduction from Wakamatsu san on IWG-EMC-30-06:
· Difficulty for Japan to perform the test only based on the sound and request of additional speeds. 
· Ariel Lecca explains that ‘function’ is very weak and could lead to some interpretations through the different test houses. 
· DE has no problem to have ‘function’ with some specifications on the sound.
· SP/NL/FR support to combine ‘sound’ or ‘system error indicator’.
· FR asks if the system error indicator exists in UN R138. 
· Nieves Estrada checked and it seems not mandatory in UN R138 and only the loss of sound is possible. 
· FR reminds that the test at 50km/h is not feasible so it is proposed that we delete those lines and keep the table:

Background:
· On last session, two Contracting Parties were in favour of inclusion of ESD in the future 07 series of amendments to UN R10.
· It was requested to come back with some more detailed proposal(s) for this session.

Discussion:
Introduction from Sedat Eser:
· OICA already submitted a lot of documents to explain that the ESD should not be done in UN R10. 
· In case it becomes mandatory in UN R10, there is extension of the immunity scope in UN R10 to request to test all functions.
· Ayhan Gunsaya is not supporting the inclusion but if it is included, we should have the same structure as for the rest of the UN R10 with the test procedure in an annex.
· The Chairman asks if there is any clear reference point. Does the standard is clear? Sedat Eser replies that this is well described into the standard. 
· Walter Savio needs to understand if the tests could be performed in the same way in all laboratories and it will need some time to study the standard. Here, it could be quite complex and the test must be more specified. Due to the publication of the 07 series, it will be too short to have a view.
· A clear message from OICA that the proposal is not enough developed on how to perform the test and it should be described into a new annex. Due to time, it will not be possible to include into the 07 series. 

Conclusion:
· Same conclusion as before, there is no consensus and it will be needed to report this to GRE.
· A more detailed proposal is necessary 
· Due to the time constraint, the majority of the CP has the position to firmly establish the topic ESD for the next revision.

· OICA explains that most of the time, Annexes 15/16 are not applied due to exemption into UN R10.
· This proposal is based on the result of the workshop with simply adding ‘total’. 
· DE/IT can support the proposal.
· SP prefers to fill the questioner first and compare after the different results. 
· FR supports to share excel file to find a compromise.
· CZ will need more discussion even if in principle, he supports the table.
· CN supports. 
· NL can support if the ICCB is part of the vehicle in mode 2. 
· JP supports in principle OICA proposal.

Discussion:
Input from NL in IWG-EMC-30-02:
· Ayhan Gunsaya: referring to IWG-EMC-27-11 is not correct as it is UTAC position and it was not agreed if he well remember.
· We should agree on what we would like to have in UN R10 before stating anything into the request of guidance.
· Nieves Estrada agrees on the position from OICA as it is not the position of the group.
· Stephane Blanc informs that it is not possible to perform the test automatically as you need a crash. It is feasible to perform the ECall test during immunity test with additional device for sure. To be discussed at all frequencies or at which frequencies.
· Ariel Lecca states that automatically doesn’t mean a crash.
· He thinks that we should put the different philosophies: test ECall before and after or before, during and after. Furthermore, the question remains open whether one frequency is used or a set of different frequencies.
· Nieves Estrada will prepare a table on which frequencies ECall could be tested. 
· She is in favour also to make a survey on how is performed today the ECall through the different laboratories. 
· The Chairman reminds that the request should be sent to GRSG next week, because otherwise the deadline for submitting documents expires.
· Nieves Estrada explains that it is possible to have a special agreement with the Emergency services to submit a call during the test and then it could be checked if the data/parameters are well registered. It will depend on the country if it will be agreed or not. Or at least, to perform the test with a private network. 
· Ayhan Gunsaya replies that this is not an option to call emergency services as it will not be possible in every country.
· FR thinks it is possible to emulate all ECall inside the chamber with a specific facility.
· Wakamatsu san asks if there is any universal emulating system that could be used around the world?
· Via internet, it could be possible to connect on ECall server. This is a software to be changed according to the emergency number used in each country. It is linked to the mobile frequencies.

Introduction from Ayhan Gunsaya on IWG-EMC-30-03:
· Nieves supports this proposal.
· Sedat Eser cannot support the OICA proposal as the shipset issue and the ETSI are not realistic reasons. 

· FR/NL/DE support before, during immunity test and after (only one ecall or at each frequencies). 
· SP/OICA/CZ/IT/JP are in favour of before and after.

· Working document to be sent by 18th of July. Then it will be possible to submit an informal document that will supersede the working document adding new inputs/improvements. 
· The output from the GRSG will move the discussion forward.

· Possible to establish a workshop on eCall. 

Conclusion:
· To prepare the request for guidance by next week for IWG EMC members. Two positions on the way to perform the test to be included in the request. Chair and Sec.
· 18th of July (9h-11h CET): 2 hours maximum to finalize the proposal before submission to GRSG as working document.
