	Report 21st session: “The group decided to introduce these new Annex 10 only in combination with some other changes of UN Regulation No. 51, latest the introduction of RD-ASEP after the monitoring phase.”

The chair presented the changes in the document of reference and related Annex 10 to UN regulation No. 51. After presentation of the new table for commercial vehicles the group identified that the tables are not comparable. Since the calculation method due to the ISO approach has been modified according to the different budgets of type approval, COP and field tests, the group decided to have a separated subgroup meeting with experts that have been involved. The group is targeting to eliminate the inconsistencies and to finalize the document until Friday, 27th January for submission to GRBP.

	Report 21st session: “The group decided to continue the discussion in the next meeting, since the presented documents have been uploaded only a few days before the meeting. The target is to present an informal document to GRBP with a translation and conclusion of the STEER results.”

Unfortunately does the link only provide the final report of the project, the technical report with all the details is missing on the web site. The chair of the group invited interested members to contact him directly, he will submit this technical report on demand. Michael Steffan (ETRTO) directly asked for submission of the technical report.

The members of STEER Project group have discussed the document IWGMU-22-03 in regard to the different temperature corrections based on road surface- and air temperature. They came to the conclusion that the results have been misunderstood. To avoid further misunderstanding the secretary proposed to have a STEER-ETRTO sub-meeting to clarify the different understanding. The common understanding should end in an informal document to the 78th GRBP with the translation of the STEER results in the “language” of this IWG. In addition, the findings will be submitted to the ISO WG-27. The chair, himself a member of the STEER project group, will organize this submeeting.

	Report 21st session: “The experts of the group decided to present two informal documents to the 77th GRBP. One document will show the changes in the UN regulation No. 117, and the other will be an updated presentation based on IWGMU-21-07. The group asked ETRTO to prepare these documents for the 22nd IWG-meeting in January.”

Michael Steffan (ETRTO) presented an updated presentation (IWGMU-22-04), that has been tailored to present in the 77th session GRBP. The temperature correction will be changed from bilinear to a logarithmic curve, still related to road surface temperature. There will be two different parameter sets regarding “normal tyres” and 3PFMS tyres. From ISO the question, how to correct “all season tyres” leads the group to review the C1-tyre classes defined in Un Regulation No. 117. Since there are market specific definitions of “all season tyres”, this tyres will be categorized as “normal tyres”. While discussing this, Marco Tosca (ETRTO) recognized that “normal tyres” is not sufficient precise. The C1 tyres classes for the updated temperature correction will be changed to “3PFMS tyres” and “Non-3PFMS tyres”. 
In addition to the presentation, Marco Tosca (ETRTO) presented an informal document according to UN Regulation No. 117 with the new logarithmic formula for C1 tyres and the “old” bilinear formula for C2 tyres. Updated documents with an Annex 4 dealing with the measurement uncertainties of this regulation and with an updated correction for C2 tyres will be prepared for the 78th GRBP in September 2023. The secretary remarks that the deadline for working docs will be June 7th. 
The ongoing work on this topic must clarify, if C2 tyres can also use a logarithmic formula. In addition, the parameters of this correction will be refined. 
In the end of the discussion Japan raised the question, if these changes will be applied only to 03 series of amendments? The updates will be applied to all series of amendments where they are judged to be worthy. This must be decided with the working document to 78th GRBP.

With the discussed changes the group decided to submit these documents IWGMU-22-04 and IWGMU-22-05 to the 77th session of GRBP.

	The chair presented the Status Report with the results of the group’s work. He especially reported from a presentation in GRPE, where EU COM neglected to use the approach of the IWG MU in their regulations, since it is already reflected.
ISO pointed out that some GRPE regulations use a conformity factor that should give some margin for uncertainties. Due to political discussion this factor has been set to 1.0 with the result that only the manufacturers are responsible for measurement uncertainties.

Regarding tyre abrasion the group resumes that even when the task force is in cooperation with GRPE, GRBP has still the lead in tyre abrasion.
