	IWG-EMC-33-10: Discussion on the limits up to 6,000 MHz in Annex 6 and Annex 9. 
· The file is updated to reflect correctly the inputs linked to OICA flowchart. 

IWG-EMC-33-04: Introduction from Manfred Goetz.
· Long discussion to know if we refer to UN R138/UN R144 as we should test a function and no requirements from other Regulations in definitions. 
· A final text referring to the latest series of amendments of each UN Regulation. 

IWG-EMC-33-07: Introduction from Ayhan Gunsaya.
· 2 lines added to the table from the Chairman: Input current / Charging mode to be tested. 
· In case of new proposals, it could be integrated into the UN R10.07 if no controversial discussion (in negative, to be treated within the future 08 series).

· Derwin Rovers asks to add 2 items: Normal conditions of use / Software update. 
· Akos Kriston confirms that the normal conditions of use could be made in few steps.

· Ariel Lecca confirms that the normal conditions of use are under vehicle operating modes to be tested in Annex 4. Added. 

· The secretary reminds that there is a specific UN R156 dealing on the software update (taking into account any changes that will occur to a new type-approval). 
· Derwin Rovers thinks that UN R156 is more on how to deal the software update and for the changes of software it must be deal in each UN Regulation. 

· The Chairman proposes to review with Contracting Parties the table to agree on the different items.
· All items till ‘update of Appendix 1 on references: NL/DE/IT/FR/CZ/SP/JP/SE support.

· For the rest of the items, NL thinks it should be included in UN R10.07. 

· Precision on eCall: to be kept on the UN R10.07 and according to the work progress optional to move it to UN R10.08.

· ESD: in previous GRE status report, it was raised that the majority expressed the support to treat it in UN R10.08. 

· Vehicle operating modes to be tested in Annex 4 (Normal conditions of use): 
· To be discussed with later item in the agenda.

· Minimum charging current for testing charging modes: Full support to include it into UN R10.07

· Normal conditions of use in other places than Annex 4. 
· To be discussed with later item in the agenda.

· Software update: majority supports for UN R10.08.

· Ariel Lecca recommends on the 9 items in green that we should only focus on those before working on the orange ones, to make sure to finalize a proposal for end of July. Support from SP. 
· The Chair disagrees with this comment, as several Contracting Parties see the orange items fully or partially in the 07 series, and thus remain on the agenda as optional items. Support from NL.
Conclusion:
· A revision of the updated proposal for UN R10.07 is modified during the session: IWG-EMC-33-12.
· The table was reviewed two times and updated with the different positions:

4. Proposals (OICA EMC TF or GRE CP) for UN R10.07

Radiated electromagnetic emission in normal conditions of use 
Documents:
· GRE-87-12-Rev.1 (EC) Safety Market Surveillance - Comparison of radiated EMC in different normal conditions of use
· GRE-87-25 (EC) Request for an extension of the mandate for IWG-EMC until end of 2023
· IWG-EMC-32-07 (JRC) MaSu_UNECE_R10_GRE_2022

Background:
· The vote is planned for the 33rd session on how the topic should be dealt with and in which organizational form.

Discussion:
· The Chairman reminds the group that GRE, in October session, gave a clear mandate to include this topic for the UN R10.07 if possible.
· A dedicated TF could be developed to make progress on this topic. 
· Akos Kriston gives a summary on the work done since GRE October. They see the needed to define much better modes of operation. Annex 4: a clear strategy to be defined (it will need more time). Testing plan to be provided in Annex 2a…
· This is the first step which could be including into UN R10.07.
· Ariel Lecca explains that this work will need some measurements on vehicles to validate the test procedure. Also, on the proposed table in GRE-IWG-EMC-33-07 Rev. 2, most of the items are supported but not finalized. Even if the UN R10.07 proposal will be proposed to GRE October 2023, end of July 2023 is already short. 
· For a 2-steps approach, if in step 1, we include some general requirements, we could have some discrepancies between the type-approval authorities. OICA is more in favour to consider it for UN R10.08.
· Derwin Rovers would like to support the works done by JRC and wishes to get some document updates. 
· Ayhan Gunsaya considers two things in JRC proposal: acceleration/braking: short duration events to be considered separately. Some electrical systems with secondary mode that should be taken separated, and it could be possible defined between manufacturer and technical service, the worst case to be considered instead of different modes of operating. 
· The Chair returns to the organizational format (TF, workshop) to provide an appropriate working framework for JRC and the group. How do the contracting parties see the way of working?
· Atos Kriston supports that experimental verification is crucial. He confirms also that the operating system has to be defined clearly: test plan to be clarify especially to allow new technologies.
· Nieves Estrada supports the works but the concern is more if it could be done in parallel as the other items have to be finalised (like eCall). She doesn’t see how to comply the work for 07 series.
· Walter Savio has doubt like Spain. The topic is quite complex for few reasons. The presentation shows that different operations could have impact on the results. However, it is only based on 2 vehicles. We need more investigations. 
· It is needed to understand the target/scenario to be reached, as for the ICE vehicles, it took a long time to develop it (understanding all impacts). 
· Last point, what is feasible in laboratory and what about the reproducibility? 
· In conclusion, he doesn’t see how it could be implemented into the 07 series. It doesn’t mean that Italy is against. Huge works remains for ADAS.
· Ludek Piskac supports both comments by SP/IT due to the works to be done. Also, it will break the relation between standards in CISPR 12 (only 40km/h mode) and UN R10. CZ supports to develop this item.
· Derwin Rovers supports the comments from JRC to include the issue into UN R10.07 on general aspect. As GRE requested to work on it, we should consider the step-by-step approach. 
· Diego Cuartielles Ruiz is more in favour to push this under the standard. 
· Ariel Lecca doesn’t know exactly what to be added into UN R10.07 in the first step. We should get an idea on what to be added from JRC proposal.
· Akos Kriston, if the group wants a proposal for the first step, JRC can provide this clarification. According to him, the OEMs are doing more than requested into UN R10 and there is nothing new. 
· JM Prigent thinks it is important to see exactly what has to be included into the 07 series (clarification, …) for the first step and then he understands that the test procedures and specific requirements could be integrated into the 08 series. 
· The Chairman has a similar approach. One workshop after the GRE meeting in April could set a good framework for the first step draft / document.
· Derwin Rovers supports the proposal for step 1 from JRC for the next 34th session then to have a statement for the GRE session in April.
· Mark Grainger highlights the GRE report on normal conditions of use:
· GRE agreed that IWG EMC should take over the topic of ‘normal conditions of use’, as proposed by the expert from EC. Depending on the IWG EMC progress in the coming months, GRE decided to address, at its next session, possible amendments to the ‘Terms of Reference of IWG EMC’. 
· So, to have a separated group including exactly same experts, it will not help as a lot has to be done on other topics for inclusion to UN R10.07 till end of July.

Conclusion:
· The Chair summarizes that we will review the JRC first step draft in the February or March meeting and determine how to proceed (e.g. a workshop after the next GRE meeting and a dedicated task force or series of workshops after the 07 series is completed).

· OICA prepared the summary of positions and it was distributed to the IWG members on 5th of December.
· All Contracting Parties had to review IWG-EMC-33-02 for a vote in 33rd session.

Discussion:
· Introduction from Andreas Gierstorfer of IWG-EMC-33-02:
· The 5th column is including OICA proposals in regards of the different past discussions.
· Detailed review of each Annexes and different modes:
· Annex 4 – Modes 1/3/4: supported.
· Mode 2: A clear explanation given by Ayhan Gunsaya on the difference between the mode 2 and mode 3: to have the electronic on the cable or on the wall.
· After a long discussion, OICA will prepare a clear wording for mode 2, taking into account all comments.(Possible flowchart). 
· Derwin Rovers is supporting as an engineer the proposal from Ariel Lecca as it seems to be more a decision process and maybe that a diagram could helpful.
· Annex 6: full support. An alternative proposal for immunity related annexes (e.g. 14) is made by IT, supported by DE. 
All Contracting Parties have to review for agreement on next session.
· Annex 11 & 12: Ayhan Gunsaya points out that here, we talk about harmonic and flicker, and the cable has very few influences. So, maybe it is not same situation as Annex 6.
Question to Contracting Parties to think about this comment for the next session.
· Annex 13: Stephane Blanc has concern with the currents in mode 2 and mode 3 (with lower or higher currents as the standards are different with harmonic and flicker). 
OICA will take into account the discussion started with the current issue for the next session. 
· Annexes 15 and 16: question to follow the same voting as Annex 6 with the additional proposal. Agreed. 

Conclusion:
· OICA will review the table according to the comments for the next session, based on GRE-IWG-EMC-33-13.
