	6.x. ADS Marker lamp (UN Regulation No. 148)

	6.x.1. Presence
Mandatory on motor vehicles. Prohibited on trailers.

6.x.2. Number
To the front - One or Two.
To the rear - One or Two.

6.x.3. Arrangement
No special requirement.

6.x.4. Position

6.x.4.1. In width: the distance between the inner edges of the apparent surfaces in the direction of the reference axes shall not be less than
600 mm.
This distance may be reduced to 400 mm where the overall width of the vehicle is less than 1,300 mm.

6.x.4.2. In height: above the ground not less than 250 mm nor more than 1,500 mm.

6.x.4.3. In length: at the front of the vehicle. This requirement shall be deemed to be satisfied if the light emitted does not cause discomfort to the driver either directly, or indirectly through the devices for indirect vision and/or other reflecting surfaces of the vehicle.

6.x.5. Geometric visibility

Horizontal: outwards x° and inwards x°.

Vertical: upwards x° and downwards x°.

6.x.6. Orientation
Towards the front or rear

6.x.7. Electrical connections

6.x.7.1. The ADS Marker lamps shall be activated only when the vehicle speed is above 10 km/h and the vehicle system is providing the ADS active logic signal defined in Regulations Nos. GRVA.

6.x.7.2. The ADS Marker lamps shall be automatically deactivated if the ADS active logic signal defined in Regulations Nos. GRVA  is no longer provided or if the hazard warning signal is activated.

6.x7.3. If the distance between the front direction-indicator lamp, daytime running lamp and the ADS Marker lamp is equal or less than 100 mm, the electrical connections of the daytime running lamp on the relevant side of the vehicle may be such that either
(a) It is switched OFF or
(b) Its luminous intensity is reduced during the entire period (both ON and OFF cycle) of activation of the ADS Marker lamp.

6.x.7.4. The ADS Marker lamp shall not be reciprocally incorporated with any other lamp. 

6.x.5. Tell-tale

Closed-circuit tell-tale optional, however a tell-tale indicating failure is mandatory if required by the component regulation.
6.x.6. Other prescriptions
No prescription.

/	The Contracting Parties not applying Paragraph 5. x. of UN-Regulation No. 148 may prohibit the presence of ADS Marker Lamps (as specified in paragraph 5.22.) on the basis of national regulations.

I would ask on behalf of the TF AVSR chair, Dr. Manz, if there is any new input from the 15th session of GRVA which is necessary to be taken into account for the development of specifications for the ADS status indicator?
I have already noticed the ITU proposal on ADS status identification (GRVA-15-15/Rev.2) and the presentation about screening of regulations for ADS (GRVA-15-37).

Response of Mr. Richard Damm:

….
there was a short discussion at GRVA in January about the light signaling for AD vehicles but the WP. 29 mandate for GRE was not challenged. 

A longer discussion took place about alternatives for signaling, e.g. based on V2V technology. As the V2V discussion is taking place at the IWG ITS the extended topic on the alternative will also be discussed at the ITS group. 

The screening of regulations is an ongoing process. Current plan is to report in June to WP.29. If GRE needs support from GRVA, we can offer it. France is leading the topic and coordination amongst GRs. I am not sure if GRE is involved in this process. I would recommend to do so, as it helps creating a common understanding and applying the same procedures.
