If not the case due to the travelled distance. pass/fail check shall be done
according to the paragraph 6.4.2 2. of this GTR.

» Pass/Fail decision in step 1 should be done based on odometer and age
» Pass/Fail decision in step 2 (odometer + virtual mileage) only if step 1 failed due to odometer

OICA identified an inconsistencies between SAE J1979 DA and GTR 22

e GTR-22 requires whole number as resolution for onboard SOCE/SOCR

e SAE J1979 DA requires resolution of one decimal in 0.4% steps

e To harmonize resolutions in GTR-22 and SAE J1979 DA, OICA propose to update GTR-22 as follows:

On-board SOCR and SOCE shall have a resolution of 1 part in 100 and be reported as the number from 0
to 100 rounded to the first place of decimal
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
