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The text reproduced below has been prepared by the informal group on camera-monitor systems (IGCMS-II) of GRSG to align the provisions of Regulation 79 with the proposed amendments of Regulation 46 (devices for indirect vision) for the replacement of rear-view mirrors by camera monitor systems. The modifications to the current text of UN Regulation No. 79 are marked in bold for new characters; deleted text is given strikethrough. This proposal and the proposal for Regulation 46 for the replacement of rear-view mirrors by camera monitor systems should be handled by GRSG and WP.29 in parallel after the consent of GRRF. 
Proposal for amendments to UN Regulation No. 79 (Steering Equipment) 
I. Proposal 
Paragraph 2.4.6. amend to read:

“2.4.6.
"Turning circle" means the circle within which are located the projections onto the ground plane of all the points of the vehicle, excluding the external mirrors devices for indirect vision and the front direction indicators, when the vehicle is driven in a circle;”
II. Justification 
This proposal of the IGCMS-II amends the provisions on steering equipment according Regulation 79 to include vehicles equipped with devices for indirect vision such as camera-monitor devices.
Various steering effort test provisions depend on the turning circle which currently excludes external mirrors. The text is amended to exclude as well external camera’s for camera-monitor devices.
