

PROJECT PROPOSAL
PPPs FOR RENEWABLE ENERGY DEVELOPMENT
 
In concert with the Sustainable Energy for All initiative, the world’s nations are fast adopting energy policies and laws to encourage use of renewable energy sources, and they are looking to different financing, legal and commercial frameworks to leverage private capital and expertise to support the deployment of these renewable energy sources.   Against this background, there has been a growing interest in the role the private sector could play in renewable energy generation, in particular through the promotion of PPPs.  The ICOE, in line with the United Nations Millennium Development Goals and the post-2015 Sustainable Development Goals, is initiating the development of Public Private Partnership (PPP) standards in the renewable energy sector.
1.      Project purpose
The Sustainable Energy decade (2014-2024) provides an opportunity to create a fertile environment for ensuring universal access to modern energy services, and for doubling the share of renewable energy in the global energy mix. 
The purpose of the project is to develop UNECE standards on the best practice in PPPs for variable and on-grid renewable energy development (wind and solar).  The information contained in such standards will be based on national experience and best international practice so that governments can benchmark their own policies and processes against the standards.  The PPP standards for variable on-grid renewable energy development will assist in the establishment of national targets and legal, regulatory, commercial and policy frameworks for variable renewable energy development.
2.     Project scope
The project will assess different models of PPPs for variable on-grid renewable energy development, and recommend best practice for the establishment and management of a robust PPP variable renewable energy programme.  The project will only focus on variable renewable energy, as variability requires careful analysis and management of additional factors such as back-up generation, system modification and grid accessibility, and PPPs can be also provide the right framework for the management of these issues. 
It is anticipated that specific standards will be provided under each of the following sectors:
· PPPs for the development and use of solar renewable energy technology
· PPPs for the development and use of wind renewable energy technology
3.      Project deliverables
The project deliverables are PPP standards for variable renewable energy development.  The proposed standards (amongst others) will cover the following general topics:
· Legal and Regulatory standards necessary for wind ands solar renewable energy PPP development
· Key structural standards in wind and solar renewable energy PPPs
· Resource data and grid infrastructure standards for wind and solar renewable energy PPP projects
· PPP financing standards for wind and solar renewable energy PPP projects  (sources of financing and agreements)
· Existing and operational PPP model standards for wind and solar renewable energy PPP projects
· Standards for identification of the most appropriate wind and solar renewable energy PPP model
· Value for money analysis standards for wind and solar renewable energy
For each technology in the scope of the project, the standards will assess:
· Risk allocation matrix standards for wind and solar renewable energy PPP projects
· Key wind and solar renewable energy documentation standards: PPA and IA key risk factors in wind and solar renewable energy projects
4.      Geographical focus
The focus is global.
5.      Project Team membership and required functional expertise
Membership is open to experts with broad knowledge in the area of renewable energy PPPs and projects, especially in low and middle income countries.  The team may also require expertise from established PPP markets.
