Documents: DETA-20-02e and DETA-20-03e.
The draft minutes have been approved. 
3. 
State of play with regard to the development/implementation of DETA within UNECE

The softwarehouse explained and presented the basic concept.
4.
Feedback from the Drafting Group, 8th of April session

Documents: DETA-20-04e, DETA-20-07e, DETA-20-08e rev.1.
Mr. Chairman explained the discussion items and the outcome of the drafting group from the 8th of April. He emphasized that the attributes for DETA need to be further developed and calls on setting up a drafting group thereto.

View on the financing structure of DETA and feedback with regard to the “Fifth Committee”
The representative of the UNECE Secretariat stressed that wp.29 endorsed its wish on having DETA already many years ago and that, although it has been acknowledged by wp.29 that the funding has to be allocated, DETA is not included in the present budget. He then explained the several option of applying for the required finances for DETA. Most preferred by the UNECE Secretariat is setting up a trust fund. The UNECE Secretariat will report this in AC2 and request AC2 to advise wp.29 accordingly.
Several participants of the 20th session of DETA explained their views and pointed out their preference of including DETA into the regulatory budget.
The representative from The Netherlands reopened the question of allocating the budget via the Fifth Committee. This is not seen as easily feasible by the representative of the UNECE Secretariat.
Mr. Chairman called on the participants to inform the group in case of any suggestions or contributions regarding this issue.

6.
Drafting action list for steps to be taken with regard to the introduction of DOC into DETA

Document: DETA-20-08e rev.1
Document DETA-20-08e rev.1 reflects the concerns from the drafting group that draft UN Regulation 0 requires functionalities (exchanging data by XML instead of pdf for the purpose of the DOC) that the current software is not able to provide. Additional costs and time delays are expected.


The participants of the IWG on DETA acknowledged however that all developments are moving in the direction of exchanging information by XML rather than by pdf. As well that storing a large number of pdf files will be also costly. After discussion it has been decided that DOC’s are to be expected not before 2017-2018 and at that time the system should be able to adopt such functionality. The current text of draft UN Regulation R0 is therefore not requested to be amended by the IWG on DETA with regard to this issue.

Another concern reflected by document DETA-20-08e rev.1 is the query by the VIN. The principle of DETA is based on type approvals rather than individual vehicles. The representative of the softwarehouse contributed by showing a presentation.
It has been decided that due to the link between the approval number (including extension number) and the VIN (as already requested by paragraph 2.2 of Annex 6) the conformance level as part of the DOC of the single vehicle, can be provided by DETA by a query by its approval number (including extension number).


The Secretary of DETA will modify document DETA-20-08e rev.1 accordingly and present the modified document into SGR0 for its consideration.

The delegates confirmed that the use of DETA is obliged fur the purpose of UN Regulation R0. For the purpose of all other UN Regulations DETA may be used on a voluntary bases, unless otherwise prescribed by those UN Regulations.
The representative from Germany stressed that DETA must be ready and stable before Revision 3 of the 1958 Agreement will enter into force. 

7.
Updating manual for introduction of guidelines with regard to the documents to be uploaded on DETA


Documents: DETA-17-06 and DETA-17-08
It has been recognized that it will be necessary to update the manual for DETA and to introduce specific guidelines at due time. This will be the task of the drafting group that needs to be set up.
8.
Drafting provisions on the parties requiring access to DETA and on the level of their access (access rights)
A discussion on which parties should get access to DETA and to what level of detail resulted in many different opinions (public, police, after market, etc.). OICA stressed that under a UI number as well other certificates could be merged (e.g. CCC) and the relating authorities should get access.
Decided is that, as a first step, only type approval authorities will get access. At a later stage the access rights will be expanded to what will be agreed by the IWG on DETA later.
The representative from Daimler pointed out that manufacturers as well should be able to access DETA from the start.

The group confirmed the view by OICA that the owners of the type approvals are the manufacturers and issuing bodies.


The softwarehouse confirmed the technical feasibility of having a log file of all parties accessing DETA.

a)
Proposal for a guidance to the GR groups for including, or prohibiting, the UI in the applicable 


UN Regulations. To be introduced for the SG58 June session.

Documents: DETA-19-03, SG58-16-03



The Secretary of DETA informed to request SG58 to modify the guidelines (wp.29/1044) for instructing 
the GR’s on prohibiting/obliging the use of the UI into the UN Regulations within their responsibilities.

The group agreed on this proposal. It has been noted that prohibiting the use of the UI as approval mark 
should only be done where this is really required, e.g. where the marking is required as information to 
consumers (R22, R44).


b)
Possibility of sharing information by DETA about (temporarily) withdrawal of type 
  
approvals due to non-CoP.



The Secretary of DETA explained that Revision 3 of the 1958 Agreement obliges Contracting Parties to 
exchange information about (temporarily) withdrawals of type approvals and that DETA could be used 
for this. The same has currently been decided within the European Union by its ETAES members.

This proposal is adopted by the group and will be worked out at due time.


c)
Format to be used for the status and action items of any issues within the IG DETA



Document: DETA-20-09e


The Secretary of DETA explained that it might be supportive when the IWG DETA results and action 

items are overviewed by an excel sheet.

This proposal and the format of DETA-20-09e was adopted by the group.

After each DETA meeting the list will be updated and tabled at the start of each following meeting for 
adoption by the IWG on DETA.

Next meetings
A next meeting is for the drafting group that will be set up. As the intention is to combine this with the SGR0 and SG58, the decision on the next meeting date and venue by the SGR0 16th session of 18 June is awaited for. The 21st session of DETA has to take place before wp.29 November session.
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
