(Legal basis of the new regulation structure)

Example of the structure of a new simplified Regulation
Basic Assumptions:

1. The ultimate target of the simplification is to achieve regulations that will be stable over many years by not requiring amendment to accommodate advances in technology. To achieve this, the regulations will define minimum levels of performance to assure required safety levels and will mandate which devices shall be installed. The principle shall be that “optional” devices may be installed providing they do not negatively impact upon the defined safety levels. The question of how to manage type approval of these optional devices will need serious consideration. 

2. The new regulations will contain all provisions and operate within the spirit of the existing structure of series of amendments, their supplements and transitional provisions,

3.  The new regulations will define the requirements for devices and within each regulation there will be a number of devices, identified by their symbols, with administrative provisions and common and specific technical provisions.

4. The transitional provisions associated with a new series of amendments of the regulations will be identified for each device as applicable

5. The Contracting Parties will be expected to adopt these new regulations but will still have the freedom to choose to adopt, or not adopt, particular devices.

6. All the current regulations will remain live and available for type approvals for a transitional period until the simplified regulations enter into force. After the transitional period the current regulations will be frozen insomuch as they will not be amended and they will become “versions of regulations” as defined in the revised 1958 agreement.

7. The “DETA” Electronic Type-Approval Database will be necessary because the principle of grouping a number of devices into a single regulation is incompatible with the use of detailed approval markings on the devices. The use of the “Unique Identifier” giving access to the database will provide all information necessary to check conformity with the actual type approval. This principle was considered by GRE at its 68th session (GRE-68-28).

8. The new regulations will represent the latest state of the art of technology and will, wherever possible, incorporate technical provisions that will be technology independent (performance based). In some cases the photometric requirements will assure enhanced levels of safety through raised minimum values.

The following example shows the basic structure of this new approach and the comments in the right-hand column provide further explanation. This example applies to light-signalling devices but the same principles apply for road illumination devices and for retro-reflective devices.
