	Summary of discussions at GRE 75
	GRE-75-17 or VGL-02-09

	Mr.Targosinski presented at the 75th session of the GRE the informal document GRE-75-17.
Main topics discussed:

· With the Terms of Reference, we have to precise in detail what the group has to do

· The current technical proposals available must be analysed

· PTI already taken into account in on informal working group of WP.29 then not in the mandate of this group
· The mandate exists but should be checked – in any cases an update has to be done at least for the structure of the group (Germany withdrawn its candidature as chair)

· Confirmation only M & N categories (not L and T)

· The group shall focus on what it is possible to solve

· No PCs ready for paying additional studies then first we have to use the studies available

· Mixture between technical and political issues

· First we have to remember why the headlamps exist with the requirements accordingly and then find solutions to avoid glare

· Only automatic levelling device cannot solve all the glare issues

· Visibility has a direct impact on the safety

Conclusions:

· The Terms of Reference must be checked again and clarified

· WP.29 asked to analyse the solutions already available in the regulations and to adjust them to solve the problems even if it will be impossible to solve all the problems

· PTI out of scope

· Only M and N categories of vehicles

· 1st phase must be done from the available data, in a specific scope, to find technical solutions in a short term
· Proposals must be done from a consensus, an understanding of each party and accepted by everyone

	Revision of the terms of reference:

· Confirmation of the scope with categories M and N, but, not only to the regulation UNECE R48

· Status of Phase 1? Different opinions:

· For some participants, the phase 1 is closed with the decision of the WP29 on the proposal to delete the automatic levelling device mandatory for all LED light sources

· Do we want to deliver in a short time something not complete or to have more time to deliver a more performance based solution?

· The limit of the phases 1 and 2 is not so clear, then the phase 1 can be considered as partial

· The phase 1 could be to check the GTB/OICA and Poland proposals ans come with a replacement of the 2000lm burden for all kinds of headlamps

· The Phase 2 has to be considered to try to look for performance based requirements, find other important points and see which should be regulated or not
· The Phase 2 could be not limit the work to the Regulation R48 but to extend to other as Headlamps Regulations, and performance based solution.
Conclusion: It seems that the terms of reference described incorrectly what we have to do – The Phase 1 needs to be better understood especially with the 2000lm criteria and the automatic levelling device – The Phase 2 defines what we try to look for performance based requirements, find important points and see which points should be regulated or not 
· Mr.Valter Genone proposed to prepare a revision of the terms of reference for comments by the group – His proposal will be joined to this report.
· GRE/WP.29 should be informed that the Phase 1 should deliver a solution to solve the main 2000lm criteria and the real work will be done in Phase 2 which also could be linked with other groups as IWG SLR.

· The Terms of reference will have to be approved by all the members of the group
