Therefore, a vehicle manufacturer installing an approved SLD and wishing to update its software would not be able to, as the SLD might no longer comply with its R89 STU approval.

Guidance from CS/OTA would be appreciated. In the meantime, part II of the regulation is not covered by this document.	Comment by PESSIA Romain: CS/OTA-37: R89 requires further consideration

· Regulations where software considerations are irrelevant (UN Regulation No. 90)

3. Additionally, for Regulations and parts of Regulations that only apply to components and/or separate technical units, only the paragraph regarding information on hardware and software is added
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
