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1.
Welcome and Introduction.

The Chair welcomed the group members and thanked OICA for hosting the session.
2.
Approval of the provisional agenda.
Document DETA-55-01e_rev1. The agenda was adopted with two additional AOB points by OICA and Japan (see agenda item 9).


3.
Approval of the draft minutes of the IWG on DETA 54th session. 
Document DETA-55-02e_rev1. The draft minutes were approved.
4.
State of play.
The Chair laid out the current state of play, noting the system was working well and stable. 118,000 Approvals had been uploaded. This is an increase of 12,000 since previous DETA session. So far, 41 contracting parties notified a Focal Point to access DETA. He highlighted the benefits of DETA, including for authenticating type-approvals, once DETA would contain all approvals, and recalled that still not all authorities upload all approvals they have granted.
As regards the next DETA release, the Chair informed that a test version was being tested in the German KBA. He announced that the DETA Administrator would contact some authorities later this month to join the testing phase. He explained that the new release includes ‘two-factor authentication’ and it would therefore be necessary for all local administrators to confirm the email addresses of their users. Without a valid email address the access for the users will be no longer possible.
Finally, the Chair reported on the outcome of WP.29 and noted that, for the time being, DETA could not be covered by the UNECE regular budget.

5.
Widening the scope of DETA.


The Chair recalled the request by WP.29 to explore widening the scope of DETA to make it attractive to also parties signatory to the 1998 and 1997 Agreements.

The expert from OICA introduced DETA-55-04e, a document by CLEPA at GRPE related to a potential new UN regulation on brake emission of non-original parts. He explained that non-original replacement part manufacturers need technical information contained in existing type-approvals for developing parts and applying for approval. OEMs, as the approval holders of the original equipment, have no benefit in sharing that information, he argued. Therefore, he continued, the new UN regulation lays down rules for making available technical information by approval holders to third parties. He suggested exploring using DETA for this purpose. He also outlined the complexity as different manufacturers may be responsible for brake pads, discs and drums and only the vehicle manufacturer has the overview. Discussion in GRPE will continue, including investigating granting access to all relevant data sheets by component manufacturers applying for approval. The expert from OICA expected that the new UN regulation would enter into force September 2027 and by then, a mechanism would be necessary for the data exchange.

The representative from the UK expressed general support for DETA as centralised system for information as well as for the case outlined by the expert from OICA.

The Chair suggested OICA to prepare a ‘one-pager’ for next session overviewing all parties involved and the required data access.



In addition, the Chair informed the IWG that Germany was considering solutions for installing a scenario database and catalogue for autonomous driving. In this context also the software platform from DETA would be considered. The Chair expected providing more information during next session.
6.
Potential update of the IWG‘s Terms of Reference.
The IWG Secretary recalled that previous session a first draft on revised Terms of Reference (ToR) had been discussed, document DETA-54-03e_rev1. Since then, no more input was received. After discussion, the Chair concluded that the appropriate time for adopting a final text within the IWG would be November 2026, to ensure adoption by WP.29 based on an official document prior to the expiration of the IWG’s mandate, June 2027. The ToR will be on the agenda for the June session for receiving additional feedback.
7.
Considerations on renaming DETA.

The IWG Secretary reminded the aim of this activity, being changing the name DETA (“Database for the Exchange of Type Approval Documentation”) by removing references to “type approval” to better align with non-1958 Agreement use-cases. The IWG agreed with the suggestion of the OICA experts to keep the acronym “DETA” but changing its meaning. Alternatives mentioned were “Data Exchange between Traffic Authorities”, “Testimony Authorities”, “Transport Authorities”, “Technical Authorities”, “Digital Exchange for Technical Assessments”, “Data Ecosystem for Transport Authorities, “Transport and Automotive”, “Data Exchange & Technical Archive”.
The Chair requested all delegates to provide input by the next session.
8.
Guidance on data exchange via DETA in the context of UNR157 on ALKS.

The IWG Secretary explained that GRVA considers document GRVA-24-36 by OICA proposing to introduce guidance for data exchange via DETA on remedial actions after critical incidents in the context of R157 on ALKS. This document was based on the similar case for UN R171 on DCAS. According to the Secretary, this was previously discussed within the IWG on DETA in the context of similar guidance for R155 and R171. The IWG took note of the substance of the proposal and questioned whether references to “DCAS” should be amended to “ALKS”.

The UNECE Secretariat confirmed updating the UNECE data sharing web page, once the proposal is adopted.
9.
AOB.

· The IWG Secretary, speaking on behalf of The Netherlands, introduced their proposal IWVTA-50-08. He explained that authorities can no longer, in all cases, confirm the validity of type-approvals as an increased number of transitional provisions proposed by the various GRs, in accordance with the guidelines, stipulate that approvals remain valid when not affected by requirements introduced with a new series of amendments. This is however no information which could be found within the certificates, he continued. For that reason, The Netherlands proposed adding an attribute to DETA indicating the later series the approval complies with. In case of a new series, the manufacturer can declare that the product is not affected by the new requirements. After confirming, the granting type approval authority can enter this as an attribute into DETA. Therewith, the national authorities can confirm by DETA that a product is covered by an approval to the latest series applying in its jurisdiction. In answer to the question by the representative from the UK, he explained that only the granting approval authority can enter this attribute and as such it could be considered a declaration for end-of-series provisions or any other means, at the discretion of the other authorities.

The IWG concluded that the administrator can add an attribute and there is therefore no technical constraint. The proposal also potentially increases the attractiveness of using DETA. The IWG will await further decisions by the IWVTA IWG and WP.29.

· The expert from OICA pointed to informal document WP.29-198-03 by the Colombian Permanent Mission. The document explains the state of play as regards Colombia’s accession to the 1958 Agreement and application of UN regulations, and requests WP.29 granting Colombia read-only access to DETA.
The IWG discussed whether candidate countries should adhere to the current 1958 Agreement discriminative criteria ensuring confidentiality of information. The Chair also pointed in this context to the confidentiality ‘check box’ when opening DETA. The IWG felt confident that current access rights follow confidentiality rules applicable under the 1958 Agreement. The IWG concluded that there would be no technical obstacles for granting access to candidate countries and agreed to forward that guidance to WP.29 at its 198th session.
· By document IWVTA-50-05, Japan reported from a type-approval workshop with ASEAN countries, also addressing DETA. Remarks by some ASEAN countries included a) many approvals not being available on DETA, b) recognition of the usefulness of DETA for authentication of approvals, and c) the need for information on withdrawals. The Chair agreed that DETA would be most useful when fully populated with all approvals issued and that authorities should be encouraged fully uploading to DETA.
· The group agreed to be associated to the workshop that will be organised by the IWVTA IWG in the morning of 17 June to promote IWVTA and DETA among contracting parties and industry.
10.
Report to WP.29. 
The Chair introduced a first draft of the status report to WP.29, document DETA-55-03e. The IWG amended the document as rev1, in line with the decisions made during the session. Also, reference was made to the workshop in June on the IWVTA system and use of DETA, organised by the IWVTA IWG for WP.29 delegations.
