· EC’s consultants (Mr Vonk and Prof. Ntziachristos) provided a progress report on the Euro 5 validation study for L-category vehicles, which was distributed as EPPR-18-10.
· Japan presented its comments as in EPPR-18-09. 

· IMMA presented its comments as in EPPR-18-04-rev2, highlighting some wrong references, agreeing with the Japanese proposal on some parts, requesting clarification on other parts (e.g. weighting factors with EC) and noting some open points for discussion-
· Chair invited IMMA to take contact with the EC at the earliest convenience for the requested clarification.
· On para. 8.1.1, “On para. 8.1.1, CLEPA noted that particulate matter is not measured from the bag(s) but sampled from the CVS system on filter(s): from the diluted exhaust emissions sampled for actual PM emissions and for the PM level in the background air from the dilution air. CLEPA recommended to look at the PM measurement procedure in R83 and in EU Regulation 134/2014 (starting at page 17).”

· Secretariat will collate the comments by IMMA and Japan on one single document (upcoming EPPR-18-11), marking in green the part of consensus and highlighting the open points which will need to be reviewed at the next meeting.

· India announced their intention to submit comments, ahead of the next teleconference. Chair invited India to go on using the upcoming document EPPR-18-11.
