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At the fifths meeting of IWG on PTI it was noted that term “roadworthiness” is not used in the 1997 Agreement, but mentioned in Rule 1 & 2 and in the draft Special Resolution. It was requested whether the term shall be  defined.
 To exclude misinterpretation of the Rules and to ease their application and harmonize terminology in PTI field it is proposed to add the draft amendment to the 1997 Vienna Agreement with new definition as follows:
“Roadworthiness is a property or ability of wheeled vehicle to be in a suitable operating condition or meeting acceptable standards for safe driving and transport of people, or cargo in roads or streets, being therefore street-legal.”

Roadworthiness is a property of vehicles to be in a suitable operating condition to be used on public roads, compliant with safety and environmental characteristics as prescribed by the Rules 
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2014/45/EU 
‘roadworthiness test’ means an inspection in accordance with Annex I designed to ensure that a vehicle is safe to be used on public roads and that it complies with required and mandatory safety and environmental characteristics;
So my proposal is the next one:
Roadworthiness of a wheeled vehicle means that the vehicle is safe to be used on public roads and that it complies with required and mandatory safety and environmental characteristics;
