	Justification (comments)

	For paragraph 5.11.1.3

The algorithm for the joint operation of the lights in accordance with paragraph 5.11 and headlamps (paragraph 6.2.) is defined in paragraph 5.12. The condition of paragraph 5.11.1.3 concerns only the algorithm of simultaneous operation of the lights under paragraph 5.11 with the DRL under item 6.19 and in this case the reference to 6.2.7.6.2 is completely inappropriate. Along with the change of this paragraph the amendment of paragraph 6.19.7.4 is provided.

The proposed amendment is aimed at eliminating the error and excluding the incorrect interpretation of the Regulation requirements.

Change in numbering is due to the fact that the condition in paragraph 5.11.2 (former) is not independent, but is, in fact, a continuation of the listing of the exceptions set out in paragraph 5.11.1.

There is no need to divide a single process into two components - automatic switching or automatic shutdown.

	For paragraph 6.2.7.6

The deletion of the existing text is due to the fact that the automatic operation of headlamps referred to in paragraph 6.2.7.6.1. below, is in no way related to the presence (or absence) of daytime running lights in the vehicle.

Instead of the existing text a direct indication of the presence of the automatic headlamp on / off system in the vehicle is made.

[In general, the terms "manual on/off" and "automatic on/off" are used in the text of the Regulation, but in fact there are the following modes of switching on/off lighting devices:
- manual (directly by the driver of the vehicle) switching on/off the dipped beam/main beam lights and other devices;

- automatic (without driver’s intervention) switching on/off the dipped beam/main beam lights and other devices;

- manual (directly by the driver of the vehicle) switching on/off (activation/deactivation) of the automatic control mode of switching on/off the headlamps (automatic light);
Perhaps, for the purpose of unambiguous interpretation (understanding) of the described actions, it is necessary to develop terms and definitions related to the indicated modes of switching on lighting devices and introduce them into Section 2 "Definitions" of the Regulation]

The deletion of the existing text is due to the fact the algorithm for joint operation of functions (PL and DRL) not directly related to headlights is described. 
It is more logical and appropriate to take this condition into account in paragraph 5.11.1.3.

An additional clarification for the condition of the automatic dipped beam lights on/off system is introduced to this paragraph. At the same time, the item numbering is changed to 6.2.7.6.2.

The condition in footnote "15" allowed other ways to switch off the daytime running lights only for a limited period. The allowed period (18 months) expired on January 11, 2010. The existence of this footnote is relevant only in the text of UN Regulation No. 48, as amended by 04 series of amendments.

UN Regulations No. 48, as amended by 05 series, entered into force on January 30, 2011, that is, almost a year after the expiry of footnote "15". Consequently, all vehicles designed under requirements of UN Regulation No. 48, as amended by 05 series (and especially 06), must unambiguously comply with the requirements of 6.19.7.3. Without any reservations.

The deletion of this paragraph is aimed at ensuring unambiguous interpretation of the Regulation requirements. The existence of this paragraph in UN Regulation No. 48 was initially meaningless (as from Rev.1/Add.47/Rev.5/Amend.2), since the admissibility of other ways to turn off DRL was provided for in the footnote (currently "15"), which was in effect only for a limited period of time (from 11.07.2008 to 11.01.2010).

The wording of paragraph 6.19.7.4 from the moment of its introduction is interpreted by many people as non-possibility of simultaneous functioning of DRL and lights according to paragraph 5.11. At the same time, at an illumination level in the range of 1000 to 7000 lux and switched off headlamps (see Annex 13), it may occur that the driver deems it necessary and sufficient to switch on the position lamps, not switching the headlamps. For example, in conditions of insufficient (in driver’s opinion) rear visibility of the vehicle, such a decision would be absolutely justified.

Wherein, a termination of a number of requirements is involved. These requirements cannot be excluded. At the same time, 06 series of amendments also contains transitional provisions with respect to 05 series of amendments. And in this case the effect of completely different paragraphs is terminated. As a result, there is an insoluble contradiction between the two documents.

The amendment is aimed at eliminating the contradictions that have arisen and it must be considered together with the proposed amendments to paragraphs 5.11.1.3, 6.2.7.6 and 6.19.7 above.
