TFCS-ahRSUP3-02 (Chair) Draft SW update recommendation paper - consolidated after ahRSUP2 was used for the review. 
The output was recorded as TFCS-ahRSUP3-06 (Chair) Draft SW update recommendation paper - as editted in adhoc meeting.docx
Annex A was reviewed. The proposed changes were accepted. There are a couple of outstanding comments to be further reviewed. Those comments are marked within the document.
It was noted that the requirements in 7.2 of annex A repeat some identical requirements in annex B (which is intended to be appended to multiple regulations). This is to be considered further.
Annex B was reviewed. Proposed changes were accepted with some comments outstanding. The main changes were to align the definitions of the RXSWIN and to introduce proposed text on how to treat software updates for registered vehicles should the regulations change. The requirement for a specified number of digits in the RXSWIN and to link it to a regulation was removed/not taken forward as this may be too restricting and if the same system is under different regulations in different jurisdictions it may not be possible. The information document should ensure that the link between the RXSWIN and its regulation is clear. Text for how to treat software updates for registered vehicles is to be further considered. 
Chapter 7 was reviewed. Proposed changes were accepted. Comment from the NL to be further considered. 
Chapters 4 and 5 were also reviewed. Proposed changes were accepted. 
The text of the chapters were reviewed for consistency with the annexes. Only chapter 4 was identified by the co-chair as potentially having inconsistencies. The parts that may be inconsistent are 4.3.2 and 4.3.4. The options for dealing with these put forward are:
1)	 Keep text as is
2)	 Delete and Replace with text from the annex (parts 7.1.1 or 7.1.2 of annex A respectively)
3)	 Add a line referring to the appropriate parts of the annex 
4)	 Delete and replace with a reference to appropriate parts of the annex
		Chapter 6 was not reviewed and has outstanding comments. 
III. Next Steps
	The ad hoc group will be asked to confirm dates of any follow-on meetings (should they be needed) and the length of those meetings.
