Minutes of the 28th Session of the Informal Group on IWVTA phase 2

Agenda item 1. Adoption of the agenda 
· The provisional agenda (IWVTA-28-03-rev.1) with addition of the following agenda item was approved.
· How to fill in the columns “Minimum acceptable version for the purpose of IWVTA” of the 1958 status document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/343. (Discussed at agenda item 7.)
Agenda item 2. Adoption of the report of the 27th IWVTA IWG meeting
· The representative of France asked what should be done to solve “Concern #1” described at page 2 of the report.

· The Chair, the representative of Japan responded that the provisions of concerned UN Regulations should be amended to meet those of Schedule 4.
· The representative of Spain questioned the necessity to amend the provisions of UN Regulations for after-market spare parts such as UN R90 because the type approvals for after-market spare parts are not part of whole vehicle type approvals.

· He continued that the issue with UN R90 would be further discussed at the next GRVA session.

· The Chair, the representative of Japan stated that Schedule 4 would be applicable to not only IWVTA (UN R0) but also all UN Regulations.

· The representative of the Netherlands informed that RDW made it a rule to harmonize type approval numbering of all UN Regulations except UN R90 with that of Schedule 4.
· The representative of FEMFM outlined the issue with UNR90.

· The Chair, representative of Japan suggested that the UN R90 issue would be discussed at agenda item 5.

· The report of the 27th IWVTA IWG meeting was approved without any modifications (IWVTA-28-01).
Agenda item 3. Report from the 33rd DETA IWG meeting
· The Chair of DETA IWG, the representative of Germany reported on the outcome of the 33rd DETA IWG held on the previous day (DETA-34-02e).
· The representative of OICA made the following comments.
· Electronic data should be stored in DETA system instead of PDF file in the future.
· ACEA and OICA offered to fund the development of Unique Identifier functionality in DETA. CLEPA and ETRTO also offered to bear UI development cost on the condition that DETA would be operated by UNECE regular budget.
· CITA’s funding the development of Declaration of Conformance functionality in DETA and its accessibility to DETA might bring about serious confidentiality problems.
· The Chair of DETA IWG responded that CITA offered to fund the development of DOC function without any conditions. He continued that CITA was not a Contracting Party, and therefore it would not have any access rights to DETA.

Agenda item 4. General Guidelines for UN regulatory procedures and transitional provisions in UN Regulations
· The Chair, the representative of EC explained that amendments to paragraph 22. were aimed at coordinating it with paragraph 28 (b). (IWVTA-27-08). 
· The representative of OICA understood the reason for the amendments but questioned the necessity of the amendments at this moment. The revised Guidelines (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1044/Rev.2) were issued just recently. (August 29, 2018)
· The Chair, the representative of EC replied that the amendments to paragraph 22. were originally proposed by GRSG. Therefore, if GRSG would agree, IWVTA IWG may not propose any amendments.
· The Chair, the representative of Japan commented that at least GRSG should be informed of the IWVTA IWG’s decision not to propose any amendments to General Guidelines at this moment.
· The Chair, the representative of Japan concluded that the revised Guidelines (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1044/Rev.2) should be used for the time being and IWVTA IWG would resume consideration of Revision 3 of the General Guidelines only if the necessity of amendments would grow to some extent.
· UNECE Secretariat would convey the intention of IWVTA IWG to GRSG.
Agenda item 5. Amendments to Schedule 4 “Numbering of UN type approvals”
· UNECE Secretariat asked who should amend the communication form of most UN Regulations to be in line with Schedule 4, each GR or UNECE Secretariat. (IWVTA-28-04, WP.29-176-22)
· IWVTA IWG unanimously preferred the latter. IWVTA IWG agreed that UNECE Secretariat should find every opportunity and amend the communication form of the concerned UN Regulations accordingly.
· The representative of Spain referred variant 1.“Amend the provisions of Schedule 4 to exclude UN R90 from its scope”. (refer to paragraph 12 of document IWVTA-28-06) He insisted UN Regulations for after-market spare parts such as UN R90 should be exempted.
· The Chair, the representative of EC wanted to avoid amending Schedule 4 in order to exempt only one UN Regulation from its scope.
· The representative of FEMFM pointed out that there were other UN Regulations for after-market spare parts than UN R90.
· It was agreed that IWVTA IWG would recommend GRVA to consider variant 2.”Amend UN R90 as proposed by the Russian Federation” and variant 3.”Amend UN R90 as proposed by CLEPA” first which might solve the issue without amending the provisions of Schedule 4.
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE reported on the review of UN Regulations under GRPE whether or not their approval numbering provisions are in line with those of Schedule 4. (IWVTA-28-07)
· The representative of UK stated that VCA is also under review. Other GRs should do the same.

· The Chair, the representative of EC suggested that the provisions of concerned UN Regulations should be amended if necessary after careful consideration by GRPE.
Agenda item 6. First updates of UN Regulations in Annex 4 of UN R0
· It was noted that working document (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2018/82) was issued for 01 series of amendments to UN R0.
Agenda item 7. Roadmap toward a full IWVTA
· IWVTA IWG agreed to submit document IWVTA-28-05-rev.1 “Candidate items for technical regulations applicable to IWVTA Phase 2 (2018-2022)” to WP.29 held in the following week (WP.29-176-21).
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE reported on WLTP Transposition: Development of new UN R”WLTP” and UN R83/08 series of amendments” (IWVTA-28-08-rev.1).
· The representative of OICA made it clear that the document was a report from IWVTA Ambassador and did not reflect OICA position although it said “submitted by the expert from OICA”. He continued that approach 3 (all levels, i.e., 1a(EU), 1b(Japan), 2(top level) in one series of amendments) was against the 1958 Agreement and that there was no miracle approach.
· The representative of the Netherlands regarded approach 3 as attractive in that it was a shortest way to amend UN R”WLTP”.
· The representative of OICA asked whether or not OLA had replied to legal questions.

· IWVTA Ambassador’s answer was negative. He continued that more clear-cut questions might be necessary to get feedback from OLA.
· The Chair of WLTP Transposition TF stated that it would be more easily understood by OLA if levels 1a, 1b and 2 would be considered as a package.
· The Chair, the representative of Japan would like WLTP Transposition TF to deliberate on the issue further. He thanked IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE for his report.
· UNECE Secretariat explained the way to fill in the columns “Minimum acceptable version for the purpose of IWVTA” of the 1958 Agreement status document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/343.
· “Minimum acceptable version” can be entered only when all of the following three conditions are met.

(1) The Contracting Party applies UN R0.

(2) The Contracting Party applied the UN Regulation XX.

(3) The UN Regulation XX is included in Annex 4 of UN R0

“Minimum acceptable supplement” can also be entered in the columns “Minimum acceptable version”, if necessary

· The Chair, the representative of EC pointed out that it would not be necessary to enter supplement number because the supplements should be applied to all type approvals immediately after the entry into force of the supplement.
