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PROPOSALS FOR the 13th IWG on PTI

Agenda item 4.	
Priorities of the group and timeline
The Russian Federation supports document PTI-13-03 in general. Some clarification below could be useful for item 2.1.
2.1. In service compliance
Basic Tasks
1) develop relevant requirements for the performance of systems and components including automated / autonomous driving systems for in service compliance
2) development of in service compliance vehicle assessment methods for periodical technical inspection and where appropriate, road side inspection
3) the data needed for objective verification of the functionality of the safety and environment related systems.
Activity
UN Regulations may consider provisions to enable PTI assessment of the compliance of vehicles in use. The role of PTI is to verify in service vehicle compliance. The corresponding requirements for the performance of systems and components and assessment methods shall be in the UN Rules.
Manufacturers develop diagnostic and self-monitoring system that continuously monitor functionality of the vehicle and components. Can the systems check compliance with UN Rules? Can the results of diagnostic confirm the compliance of vehicle in service? At least proper function of those system can be verified during PTI. 
According to the draft amendment to the 1997 Vienna Agreement "roadworthiness" means a property of vehicles to be in a suitable operating condition to be used on public roads, compliant with safety and environmental characteristics as prescribed by the Rules.
There are references to the type approval requirements in the UN Rules. Why it could not be in UN Regulations. There is already correlation between International Certificate and Type Approval.
The IWG on PTI shall work out a concept of future system for verification of compliance of vehicle in service on the basis of ITS technologies.
2.4. The 1968 Vienna Convention and the 1997 Vienna Agreement
To be finished on June 2020.

2.6. Road-side inspections
The existing draft shall be further developed. At least ITS solutions shall be added. The draft to be submitted to WP.29 on November 2019. 
Proposal
The group could ask the Co-Chairs and CITA to complete document to be submitted to WP.29-177. 

Agenda item 5.	
Coordination of the IWG on PTI with other WP.29 activities

Coordination of works on in service compliance shall be discussed. It was proposed to WP.29 that there shall be new GR covering tasks of the 1997 Vienna Agreement. It was decided that for time being the IWG on PTI will be responsible for that. In the case it can be proposed that WP.29 could propose GRs to arrange arguable topics on compliance in service area at the platform of  the IWG on PTI. It will allow the proper management and preparation of general solutions with participation of experts on compliance in service.
Since  "roadworthiness" means a property of vehicles to be in a suitable operating condition to be used on public roads, compliant with safety and environmental characteristics as prescribed by the Rules the term can be used in UN regulations instead of “PTI provisions”.
