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Minutes of the 29th Session of Informal Group on IWVTA (Phase 2)

Agenda item 1. Adoption of the agenda
· The provisional agenda (IWVTA-29-02-rev.2) was approved without any modifications.

Agenda item 2. Adoption of the report of the 28th IWVTA IWG meeting
· The report of the 28th IWVTA IWG meeting (IWVTA-29-01) was approved without any modifications.

Agenda item 3. Report on the 176th WP.29 session, agenda items 4.3 and 4.4
· Co-Chair/Japan reported on the 176th WP.29 session, agenda items 4.3 (IWVTA) and 4.4 (Revision 3 of the 1958 Agreement).
· Co-Chair/EC: GRSG questioned the necessity of IWVTA Ambassador. However, IWVTA Ambassadors have an important role in considering UN Regulations applicable to IWVTA Phase 2. Therefore it might be necessary to remind GRSG members of the importance of IWVTA Phase 2 activity.
· UNECE Secretariat: Ex-IWVTA Ambassador to GRSG (OICA) resigned as IWVTA Ambassador because he would like to concentrate on his work with automated driving issues. Personally I believe IWVTA Ambassador should be maintained.
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE: IWVTA IWG should have close communication with GRs.
· Co-Chair/EC: Can UNECE Secretariat play a role of IWVTA Ambassador?
· UNECE Secretariat: UNECE Secretariat can make a general explanation but cannot go into technical details.
· Co-Chair/EC: That would be enough.
· OICA Secretariat: How about utilizing a time slot in AC.2 for communication with GR Chairs?
· UNECE Secretariat: Communication between IWVTA and GR Chairs in AC.2 meeting already has been done.
· The Russian Federation: Detailed explanation on IWVTA Phase 2 consideration should be added to provisional agenda for a GR session.
· UNECE Secretariat: clear-cut responses from GRs are necessary. This should be mentioned clearly in either GR report or separate informal document.
· Co-Chair/Japan: I will request each GR Chair to make a clear-cut response to IWVTA IWG on the result of IWVTA Phase 2 review at AC.2 meeting to be held in the following week.

Agenda item 4. Report on the 34th DETA IWG session
· Chair of DETA IWG/KBA reported on the 34th DETA IWG session.
· Technical Secretary of DETA IWG/RDW asked IWVTA IWG for guidance on the following issues (1) – (4). Refer to document DETA-34-11.
(1) Correction suggested with regard to “query”
· propose amending UN R0, Annex 6, para. 2.4; 
“a query ----- based on the type approval number” should be amended to read as “a query ----- based on VIN”.
Reason）Conformance list (UN R0, Annex 6, Appendix 2) is unique for each type approval number and can be viewed by a query based on the type approval number. But as the DoC is for a single vehicle and because the VIN needs to be shown on the DoC form (Annex 6, Appendix 1, item 0.10.), the VIN needs to be entered for each DoC.

· Co-Chair/EC: Will it be really OK with “a query ----- based on VIN” only? Will it be a more flexible approach if it would be amended to read as “a query ------based on VIN and or type approval number”?
· Chair of DETA IWG/KBA: “and or” is a vague expression and T System would be burdened with excess work. 
· UNECE Secretariat: In the first place, what is the purpose of “query”? Who will use “query”?
· Technical Secretary of DETA IWG/RDW: “Query --- based on VIN” will be used for searching for corresponding DoC.
· OICA/JAMA：OEM would provide VIN of a single vehicle and the type approval number of the IWVTA which covers the vehicle. We are not sure whether or not DoC could be generated with “query ---- based on VIN” only. Further consideration would be necessary.
· Co-Chair/Japan: Will it be OK to include this amendment proposal in UN R0/02 series of amendments, that is; submission of informal document to WP.29 at its June session and submission of formal document at its November session?
· Technical Secretary of DETA IWG/RDW: That schedule will be fine.

(2) Editorial corrections suggested for DoC model-1 (UN R0,Annex 6,Appendix 1) & Editorial corrections suggested for DoC model-2 (UN R0,Annex 6,Appendix 2)
- IWVTA IWG agreed on the corrections proposed by DETA IWG and would include them in UN R0/02 series of amendments.

(3) DoC translation sheet (UN R0, Annex 6, Appendix 3)
- UNECE Secretariat: Should DoC translation sheets be informal or formal documents? When should they be prepared?
- Technical Secretary of DETA IWG/RDW: They should be prepared after DoC system would be completed.

(4) Q&A on the use of Unique Identifier
- The draft Guidelines on the application of UI are very technical. Therefore, a new Q&A or amendment to an existing Q&A would be required to clarify the use of UI especially in case where a UI marking will replace the E marking on existing products.
- IWVTA IWG agreed to have this item on the agenda for the next meeting in June. IWVTA IWG members are invited to come up with some new Q&As by the next meeting (base document: DETA-31-05).

· Chair of DETA IWG/KBA reported on the 34th DETA IWG session.
[bookmark: _GoBack]- The draft Guidelines on the application of UI were amended to include the definition of “product”, etc. by ETRTO and other members. Refer to document DETA-34-10-rev.1.
- IWVTA IWG members are invited to send comments to Technical Secretary hopefully by April 15, if necessary.
- When completed, the Guidelines on the application of UI together with accompanying Q&A document would be submitted to WP.29.

Agenda item 5. Type approval numbering
· UNECE Secretariat: Document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2017/131/Add.1 “Revision 3 of the 1958 Agreement; Questions and Answers” which adds Q&A 21 can be found under working documents for March 2019 session.
· The Russian Federation/NAMI explained the status of “Proposal for a Supplement to the 02 series of Amendment to UNR90” (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/GRVA/2019/11). CLEPA has a concern over the influence on non 1958 Agreement signatory countries which accept UNECE type approvals. GRVA plans to revisit this issue at the next session in September.
· UK/VCA: How are new type approval numbers (approval codes) administered? Would transitional provisions be necessary?
· Co-Chair/EC: There should be no transitional provisions in supplements.
· OICA Secretariat: Guidelines for Transitional Provisions (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1044/rev.2) would not totally prohibit transitional provisions in supplements.
· The Russian Federation/NAMI: Transitional provisions are not necessary for a Supplement to the 02 series of Amendment to UNR90.
· France/UTAC: Similar amendments in other UN Regulations were approved without transitional provisions.
· UNECE Secretariat: How should new type approval numbers (approval codes) be kept track of? Could they be administered by DETA system?
· The Russian Federation/NAMI: User manual for DETA should be amended accordingly, if necessary

Agenda item 6. UNR0 series of amendments
1 UN R0/01 series of amendments (ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2018/82) is expected to be approved by WP.29 at its March session. In this case UN R0/01 series of amendments would become effective by the end of September this year.
2 Technical Secretary explained the updates in Annex 4 of UN R0/02 series of amendments. IWVTA IWG members are invited to check the updates of Annex 4 especially looking into series of amendments to UN Regulations approved by WP.29 at its March session. IWVTA IWG plans to submit UNR0/02 series of amendments as informal document to WP.29 at its June session.

Agenda item 7. Review of UN Regulation (candidate) to be added to IWVTA Phase 2
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE explained the status of review by GRPE (IWVTA-29-04). He expected that priority of UNR24 “Diesel smoke”, UNR49 “Diesel emission” and UNR133 “Recyclability” would be (ii) “It is appropriate to apply these candidate items to IWVTA in 2023 or later”.
· Co-Chair/EC: UNR24 is used in EU WVTA.
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE: There are some cases where UNR49 is applied to M1 vehicles.
· The Russian Federation/NAMI: UNR24 should be applied to IWVTA because UNR24 is not part of UNR83. It is not necessary to split UNR24 for this purpose. It is easy to add category T to the scope of UNR24 proposed by the Russian Federation. It is not necessary to split UNR49 for this purpose. It is noted that UNR133 will be applied to new products. UNR133 does not include requirements to end of life vehicles.
· OICA Secretariat: It would not be appropriate to apply any and every UN Regulations to IWVTA.
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE: UNR24 is not necessary for IWVTA. State-of-the-art passenger vehicles are smoke-free.

· Japan/MLIT explained Japanese stance on candidates for IWVTA Phase 2. (IWVTA-29-05)
· Co-Chair/EC: As Japanese stance pointed out, each GR should review candidates for IWVTA Phase 2 taking harmonization priority into consideration.
· The Russian Federation/NAMI: UNR133 grants type approvals with regard to recyclability of vehicles. On the other hand, recycle law in each country stipulates the way to dispose end-of-life vehicles. Therefore these two are different in nature.
· The Russian Federation/NAMI: UNR89 “Speed limiting devices” can be applied to IWVTA without any modifications.
· OICA: UNR89 requirements for M1 vehicles are merely if-fitted requirements and therefore there is no urgency in applying it to IWVTA.
· OICA Secretariat: It is important to examine the respective candidate items whether or not they should be applied to IWVTA. It is recommended to look back on the documents used at IWVTA Phase 1 review.
· Technical Secretary: Document WP.29-156-21-rev.1 “Revised proposal for Candidate items for technical regulations applicable to IWVTA and Guideline for GRs to review technical regulations applicable to IWVTA" can be a good reference in examining the candidate items. It is expected that all GRs would submit the priority of candidate items by June.

Agenda item 8. Preparation for Report to the 177th WP.29 session
· It was agreed that Co-Chair/Japan would report on the outcome of the 29th IWVTA IWG session verbally to the 177th WP.29 session.

Agenda item 9. Any other business
· UNECE Secretariat announced the Revision 4 of so-called Blue Book “WP.29; How it works - How to join it”. He also introduced a new column for entering acceptable versions of UN Regulations in document ECE/TRANS/WP.29/343 “Status of the 1958 Agreement”. It is not necessary to enter a supplement number in this column. Acceptable versions of UN Regulations applicable to IWVTA only can be entered. This information will also be announced at the coming 177th WP.29 session.
· This is the last IWVTA IWG session for Ms. Margarida to attend. She will move to another division in EC. Her successor has not been decided yet. IWVTA IWG thanked her for her leadership and enormous contribution.
