· EPPR-29-11 r1: 
· Vice Sec. removed PN from two tables 
 
· EPPR_29-06 (IMMA) was agreed upon, with following comments:
· HC vs THC: see below discussion.
· Notes: Since the position of the notes in the paragraphs is not always correct, but this mismatch could not be resolved before the start of upcoming GRPE session, it was decided to submit the document with the notes in the order indicated in EPPR-29-11 r1 for the sake of a timely submission to May GRPE. However, the EPPR IWG engaged to review the GTR2 in order to place the notes correctly at the earliest convenience.
· RS to be written extensively as “reduced speed (RS)”

· All subscripts and superscripts to be checked again; for example:
· mfi accepted as mfi
· m3 to be changed into m3
· CO2 to be changed into CO2
· Para. 4.2.2., 4.2.2.2.2, 4.2.2.2.6.1 and 4.2.2.3.1: at India and EC request, these paragraphs were left unchanged.
· Para. 4.3.3.3.6.2.: Sec. will check the reference to “Appendix 10 to Annex 4”
· Multiplication symbol: to be harmonized

· “Technical service” to be changed into “approval authority”

· Para. 5.3. agreed as proposed by India:  “(CCO + CCO2) is at least 15% for petrol (E5)”
· Pag. 87, Table A4 App4/1: “and three”
· Table B.5.8-1: IMMA proposed to delete “monofuel”. EC raised concerns on deleting the word “fuel”. It was agreed to change it into: “monofuel”

· Table B.5.8-1: accepted to delete “fuel storage”
· Para. 2.4, it was agreed to leave “mk+75” unchanged, because the formula un-editable. If time allows, image will be changed into an editable format and “mk+75” will be changed into “mref”.
· Table 6 Principal norms; IMMA withdrew their proposal “E0 should be added”, since not referring anymore to the new title of the table
· Table 6 Principal norms, “(Annex 40” to be changed into “(Annex 4)”
· EPPR-29-02 r1 was agreed upon, with following comments:
· Para. 3.6 agreed as: UN GTR
· To answer India’s request for a placeholder, as recommended by the GRPE Secretariat, a new para. 3.1.2.1. will be added as follows:
· Para. 3.1.2 The absolute humidity…

· Para. 3.1.2.1 Humidity correction factor (reserved)

· EPPR-29-08 was agreed upon.
· EPPR-29-09 was agreed upon, with following comments:
· Definitions not used in GTR2: mono-fuel vehicle, powertrain calibration, powertrain control unit, powertrain software
· It was agreed to delete them from GTR2, since not used in GTR2 and since GTR18/OBD2 does not contain any reference to GTR2. 
· EPPR Vice Chair engaged consider those definitions in a proposal for amendments to GTR18, as instructed by the Chair. 
· It was agreed to add missing abbreviations into “Symbols and Abbreviations”, instead of explaining the abbreviations where they first appear; e.g. after a specific table.
· Extensive clarification of RS, RST25, RST45 will be added to “Symbols and Abbreviations”
· HC vs THC
· Secretariat noted the different use of the terminology in EPPR-29-13

· China noted that HC and THC have different meaning in the GTR, and different Type 2.

· India noted than, according to para. 3.8, for type 2 test, both NDIR and FID can be used.
· Type 1 hydrocarbons will be measured only with FID.
· It was agreed:
· Table 6, Principal performance requirements, THC -> THC(HC)
· Table 7, Alternate performance requirements; to introduce THC(HC) and THC+NOx(HC+NOx) 
· 7.4: THC and HC are total hydrocarbon measured by FID.
· Note: see above discussion

· Comment 6 and 7: agreed upon
· Agreed to change “GDI” into “gasoline direct injection” (and not in DI earlier proposed). It was agreed to leave “gasoline” instead of “petrol”, as commonly referred to.

· EPPR-29-10, which contains already EPPR-29-03 (India), was agreed upon, after following changes:
· Para. A.4.1.: As proposed by IMMA, it was agreed to delete “no fuel consumption analysis has been performed by the IWG”, since not relevant to this paragraph,
· Para. A.4.7.: it was agreed to delete “However, some figures,…. GTR”, since the mentioned figures were meanwhile corrected.
· Para. A.4.2.: “Applicability” to be changed into “Legal instruments”.
· Para. A.4.2.: “light motor vehicles” to be changed into “L-category vehicles”.
· Para. A.4.5.: it was agreed to delete “like India”
· Para. A.4.11: it was agreed to change it as: “…the IWG agreed to include both open and closed type (CFV type CVS system) in UN GTR…. the open type CFV-CVS system…”
· Secretary recommended to move “Reference fuel” after “Fuels considered” and “Vehicle categories” after “Purpose”
