Documents
· The agenda, EPPR-30-02, was adopted after addition of EPPR-30-03, of the item “IWG mandate” and with another running order:
· Announcements, GTR2, OBD2, Durability.
· The reports from the previous meetings were adopted.

3. Announcement

Context

· The Chair will pose the question on whether an OBD2 correspondence group is still needed, since the main reason behind its establishment had been the Japanese request for a timely completion of OBD2 Phase 1 for internal reasons. For Phase 2, OBD2CG might not be needed. Stakeholders requested to provide feedback.

· MLIT Japan will inform about the new EPPR Vice Chair.
Discussion

· The Chair raised the question on the need for an OBD2 correspondence group and an EPPR Vice Chair. In his view, the two matters were not inherently linked. He deemed an OBD2 CG not necessary anymore, since the main reason behind its establishment had been the Japanese request for a timely completion of OBD2 Phase 1 for internal reasons. He deemed in any case better having an EPPR Vice Chair, for several reasons, even if, according to him, his role should not be linked to the leadership of the OBD2CG necessarily but could be extended to the whole IWG´s activities.

· India supported Chair´s view for an EPPR Vice Chair with an extended mandate. He welcomed the candidature by Japan for the role of Vice Chair. India had no opinion on the continuation of the CG but invited to inform GRPE about any change.
· Mr Mori-san/Japan informed about Japan being ready to close the CG, if OBD2-activities were going to be merged into the EPPR IWG activities.
· NL did not see the immediate need to continue CG activities. NL supported also the candidature by Japan for a Vice Chair.
· IMMA did not have any strong opinion in pursuing the CG activities or not.

· Chair concluded that IWG had decided to discontinue the CG activities.
· The IWG welcomed appointing a Vice Chair for the whole EPPR IWG, supporting the Chair, as needed.

· The Chair invited Japan to introduce the candidate for the role of Vice Chair.

· Kikuchi-san/Japan presented Dr Hisakazu Suzuki-san of NTSEL (Japanese national lab.) as EPPR Vice Chair.

· Dr. Suzuki-san introduced himself as a senior researcher in exhaust gas research, with several year´s contribution to the formulation of Japanese exhaust gas regulations.
· Dr. Suzuki-san was appointed as EPPR Vice Chair.

· The Chair will inform GRPE about the above decisions in due time (January 2020 GRPE).

4. GTR 2

3.1 Text of draft amendment 4 to UN GTR2
Documents

· GRPE/2019/12 formal document 
· Submitted by Feb. EPPR IWG to May GRPE 79th session.
· Status February 2019 - changed by May 2019 EPPR

· GRPE-79-21 (EPPR) amendments to GRPE/2019/12

· Submitted by May EPPR IWG to May GRPE 79th session.
· Status May 2019 GRPE - changed in July 2019

· GRPE-79-21-Rev.1 (Sec.) amendments to GRPE-79-21
· Inclusion of the "Statement of technical rationale and justification" (which was missing in the document submitted in March);
· Several minor editorial points - mainly the appropriate use of subscript and superscript,  using "per cent" rather than "percent", re-ordering the numbering in paragraph 6.2.1 to have them in numerical order, resolving an inconsistency in a figure caption and rewriting a sentence to make it more readable.
· Published 18 July 2019 on the GRPE website - superseded by EPPR-30-01 
· EPPR-30-01 (EPPR Sec.), revision of GRPE-79-21-Rev.1
· Amendments: necessary to remove the last residual references to three- and four-wheelers, which were finally not included in the Scope.
· 1) amendments to Annex 4, Appendix 3, para 3.: “…four by four drive…”
· 2) amendments to Annex 4, Appendix 6, para. 1.2.2. “…three-wheel vehicles … quadricycles.”
· WP29-2019-121, on the agenda of Nov 2019 WP29
· Based on EPPR-30-01.

Discussion

· EPPR Sec. explained the background of WP29-2019-121, which is on the agenda of Nov. 2019 WP29 and is based on EPPR-30-01; see above context.

· The Chair explained that, while preparing the WP29-document, the GRPE Sec. had deemed not problematic changing GRPE-79-21-Rev.1 editorially, in order to fully align it with its scope, thus eliminating any reference to three- and four-wheeled vehicles. In order to ensure full transparency, EPPR-30-01 has been prepared by the EPPR Sec. to inform the IWG about such changes. He supported such process.
· India fully supported the activities aimed to prepare a fully correct version of the WP29 document, since the necessary changes were only editorial and did not change the substance of the proposal.

· IWG endorsed the above amendment procedure and agreed with EPPR-30-01 being the right basis for WP29-2019-121.
· The Chair engaged to inform GRPE about the background of WP29-2019-121 at the next GRPE session.

· OBD2CG-13-02 (Japan) – reference doc.; already introduced at the July telco
· Proposal to include new paragraphs in the general requirements (§5.8 – 5.10) with a view to introduce IUPR, access to OBD information and administrative provisions as CP options
· OBD2CG-13-03 (IMMA) – reference doc.; already introduced at the July telco
· Annex 4, lines 12-13: proposal about implementing timeline – open point
· EPPR-30-03 (IMMA) review of OBD2CG-13-03 
· Annex 4, para. 4.1.4, lines 12-13: revised proposal to leave the implementing timeline in square brackets
· 3. Definitions: proposal for a new definition on “repair information”

Discussion

· IMMA presented EPPR-30-03, chapter 3. Definitions:
· IMMA proposed a new definition on “repair information”, in order to align it with the latest version of GTR18.

· Such proposal was however withdrawn, after finding out that the definition was already included in OBD-I GTR18.
· Chair confirmed that OBD-I GTR18 will be taken as basis for the on-going revision.
· India noted that information about IUPR and maintenance could not be withheld in OBD-2.

· As requested by Chair, the point was left open for discussion .
Action

Stakeholders to prepare their position on the definition of “repair information” for the October session.
Discussion

· IMMA presented EPPR-30-03, Annex 4, para. 4.1.4

· IMMA withdrew its June proposal, accepted the previous India´s proposal to go back to the original text, leaving the implementation time in square brackets.

· India recalled not being opposed to a 2-stages-implementation but preferring to be able to decide, at regional level, whether to do the implementation in one step-only [like in India], or stepwise [as in EU].
· Since India could not have visual access to the proposal, the point was left open.
Action

· Stakeholders to prepare a proposal to resolve Annex 4, para. 4.1.4, for the October session.
· Stakeholders to prepare their position on OBD2CG-13-02 (Japan), for the October session.
6. Durability

Discussion

· The Chair invited the stakeholders to prepare a draft text, based on EURO 5

· IMMA engaged to submit a draft proposal, in advance of the October session.
