II. Update on lines to take regarding participation in the test phase

III. Review of Interpretation Document for Cyber Security 
The ad hoc group of the Task Force will be asked to continue developing the Interpretation Document TFCS-TPCM1-09. Starting at annex 1 of TFCS-TPahCS1-04.

Additional comments were received from the NL and “the German Drafting Group” (a consortium of participants from Germany would worked together to provide comment). These were consolidated with the existing document and posted as TFCS-TPahCS1-04 (Chair) Interpretation document CS - consolidated DE NL comments.docx. This was used as the basis of discussion. 
It was agreed to continue to collate comments. Suggestions on alternations to the regulations were also made and noted. At this early stage none of the entries are to be considered the opinion of the test phase group, they are merely suggestions from participant. These were collated and recorded in TFCS-TPahCS1-05 (Chair) Interpretation document CS - post ad hoc meeting.docx. 
The text in the document was not edited. It was noted that all sections will need “cleaning” to remove duplication and editing to ensure the text is clear. 
It was noted that an introduction is needed to the interpretation document. This should inform readers that the content of the document is guidance and is intended to provide information on what level of information might/would be acceptable to a technical service/appropriate authority. It should also make clear that any reference standards mentioned are intended as examples, not mandatory. 
Requirement 7.2.2.1 was discussed with regards processes to support a vehicle post-production. It was noted that the test phase should consider what is provided by OEMs and the reaction of TS/AA. Processes for the post production phase that were noted as possible options include:
· Monitoring activities
· Documented processes describing what would necessitate action by the manufacturer and what that action may be.
· National/regional legislation for ongoing support and whether/how to incorporate into the evidence which could be included in the interpretation document
The numbering of Annex 1 was debated. It was suggested that the proposed numbering was not consistent with UN numbering (and was aligned with EU numbering schedules). The group agreed to provisionally use the proposed revised numbering scheme (but leave it open to use the original). 
IV. Next Steps
	The ad hoc group will be asked to confirm next steps.
	The next steps identified were:
· Participants to continue to identify evidence that could be used (at a generic level) to evidence the requirements and share this with the group
· Chair to collate comments
· Group to review the comments collated and refine them to a consolidated and agreed list/document
· The wider task force be invited to also provide comment and undertake a final review of the document. 
· Suggested edits or amendments to the draft regulations to be removed from the interpretation document and placed into a separate document (except where they help clarify the text)
ACTION: All participants should note any standards, approaches or non-attributable generic solutions/standards that were used and accepted during the test phase to evidence each of the
ACTION: Chair to “clean the text to remove duplicate entries”
ACTION: Chair to provide suggested text for an introductory chapter. 
ACTION: Chair to “clean” Annex 1 to make the proposed changes to the numbering scheme clearer. 
ACTION: secretariat to arrange next meeting with a physical meeting in July of the test phase group and potential webex meeting before then and a meeting of the task force after.
