Minutes of the 30th Session of Informal Group on IWVTA (Phase 2)

Agenda item 1. Adoption of the agenda
· The provisional agenda (IWVTA-30-02-rev.2) was approved without any modifications.

Agenda item 2. Adoption of the report of the 29th IWVTA IWG meeting
· The report of the 29th IWVTA IWG meeting (IWVTA-30-01) was approved without any modifications.

Agenda item 3. Report from the 177th WP.29 session
· Co-Chair/Japan reported the outcome of the 177th WP.29 session about agenda items 4.3 (IWVTA) and 4.4 (Revision 3 of the 1958 Agreement).
· Technical Secretary explained document IWVTA-30-08 “Proposal for amendments to ECE/TRANS/WP.29/2017/131/Add.2”. IWVTA IWG approved the document with some modification in its wording. (refer to document WP.29-178-06 for modified test)

Agenda item 4. Report from the 35th DETA IWG session
· Chair of DETA IWG/Germany reported the outcome of the 35th DETA IWG session. (refer to document WP.29-178-23 “draft report of the 35th DETA IWG session”)
· UNECE Secretariat asked Contracting Parties to work on their representatives of EXCOM to support UN budget for DETA system which is slated to be approved by General Assembly by the end of 2019 just to make sure.
· Chair of DETA IWG/Germany stated that it would be necessary to repeat the above-mentioned request to Contracting Parties also at WP.29 session in the following week.
· UNECE Secretariat pointed out that GRE raised a question on UI; whether or not UI could replace general markings in addition to approval markings.
· IWVTA IWG responded that general markings should become part of UN type approval documentation so that they could be replaced by UI.

Agenda item 5. Type approval numbering
· Technical Secretary explained document IWVTA-30-03 “Proposal for Supplement 5 to the 02 Series of Amendments to UN Regulation No.90” on behalf of the Russian Federation. The Russian Federation planned to submit the document with an official symbol to GRVA at its September session after review by IWVTA IWG.
· UNECE Secretariat supplemented that CLEPA was to verify the new approach (co-existence of type approval number and type approval code) by the end of June.
· As a result of discussion, IWVTA IWG agreed to send the following comment to the Russian Federation. (done by Technical Secretary)
· IWVTA IWG mainly reviewed the transitional provisions and made the following comments;
1) It is necessary to check the transitional provisions (paragraphs 12.4, 12.5, and 12.6) whether or not they are in line with the Guidelines ECE/TRANS/WP.29/1044/rev.2.
2) As for paragraph 12.6, the words "01 and" should be deleted.
3) There are different opinions as to the addition of paragraph 12.7 (V.9 templates in the Guidelines).
-	IWVTA IWG recommends that other technical issues should be discussed trilaterally by the Russian Federation, DETA IWG and industry (FEMFM).

Agenda item 6. UNR0/02 series of amendments
· UNECE Secretariat explained document IWVTA-30-04 “Proposal for amendments to (paragraph 13.5 of) UN Regulation No.0” and requested that link to “Data sharing” should be indicated in this minutes.

· UNECE Secretariat added that amendments to paragraph 13.5 would be proposed to WP.29 at its November session as part of Supplement 1 to 00/01 series of amendments and 02 series of amendments of UN R0 with an official symbol.
· As for the update of Annex 4 (list of UN Regulations applicable to IWVTA), IWVTA IWG agreed to add the following footnotes to UN Regulation on Lamp and Light signaling devices. (refer to document WP.29-178-05) 
#3	Either type approval of UNR 148 or the applicable type approval(s) of UN R4, 6, 7, 23, 38, 77, 87 and/or 91 is/are necessary.
#4	Either type approval of UN R149 or the applicable type approval(s) of UN R19, 98, 112, 119 and/or 123 is/are necessary.
#5	Either type approval of UN R150 or that of UN R3 is necessary.
· Technical Secretary of DETA IWG/the Netherlands explained document DETA-35-12 “Proposal for amendments to Annex 6, UN Regulation No.0 on IWVTA”. 
· IWVTA IWG agreed on the proposed amendment by DETA IWG with some changes in paragraph 2.2 of Annex 6. (refer to document WP.29-178-21 for the final text)


Agenda item 7. Review of UN Regulation (candidate) to be added to Annex 4 of UNR0 in IWVTA Phase 2
· Technical Secretary explained document IWVTA-30-06-rev.1 “Review of Candidate items for technical regulations applicable to IWVTA Phase 2”.
· It was pointed out that either harmonization of requirements or splitting requirements of UN R89 “Speed limiters” into those for M1 and for other vehicle categories would be necessary for Japan to apply UN R89.
· OICA questioned the necessity of UN R89 in IWVTA because it has if-fitted requirements for M1 vehicles.
· UNECE Secretariat supplemented that GRVA had no strong intention to include UN R89 in IWVTA Phase 2 although it recommended UN R89 as priority (i).
· UNECE Secretariat asked what would be the concrete problems for Japan with the inclusion of UN R89 in Annex 4 of UN R0 without applying UN R89 in Japan.
· Japan agreed to prepare an answer to above-mentioned question by UNECE Secretariat by the next session of IWVTA IWG.
· UK asked the necessity of UN R44/UN R129 in IWVTA. 
· It was responded that only built-in type CRS would be applicable to IWVTA.
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE outlined the recent development of transposition of “WLTP”. Limiting the scope of UN R ”WLTP” to only M1 vehicles at least for the time being was under consideration.

Agenda item 8. Preparation for Report to the 178th WP.29 session
· It was agreed that IWVTA IWG would report to WP.29 on the following three items;
1. Proposal for the supplement 1 to 00/01 series amendments and new 02 series of amendments to UN Regulation No.0 “International Whole Vehicle Type Approval”
2. Summary of Review by GRs on the candidate UN Regulations applicable to IWVTA Phase 2
3. the addition of Q&A. 22. “Possible national administrative and organizational setups” ” to Q&A document on Revision 3 of the 1958 Agreement

Agenda item 9. Any other business
· DETA IWG Technical Secretary asked whether all Contracting Parties to the 1958 Agreement should get access to the DoC or this should be limited to Contracting Parties applying UN Regulation No.0.
· IWVTA IWG agreed to keep the agenda item “the access rights to the DoC” for the next session of IWVTA IWG.
· IWVTA Ambassador to GRPE asked the definition of “version” of a UN Regulation. (refer to document IWVTA-30-11)
· It was replied that the version of XX series of amendments would include all the supplements to XX series of amendments effective as of the concerned date.
