	Mr.Grügl as IMMA representative presented the document ASEP-13-05:
· The structure should be reconsidered to be aligned as much as possible on the structure of the future UN-R51-04
· Paragraph 3.5.(i) new ASEP test procedure especially with the conditions before Line AA’ still to be clarified
· Paragraph 12. With introduction of Transitional Provisions

· Annex 3, Paragraph 1.3.3.1. Line BB’ +10m (because of limitations of test tracks) instead of Line BB’ +20m in UN-R51 – we need to make sure that backfire is checked but for the time being no data available to prove there is no backfire after 10m – at that time, IMMA has tested no vehicle with backfire - If IMMA needs to maintain 10m instead of 20m then we will have to explain this difference between UN-R51 and UN-R41 
 Contracting Parties as Japan requested additional data - this point will be discussed again during the 14th session
· In addition, Mr.Moore as ISO representative mentioned that ISO 10844 is under revision with extension to 10m and the standard will not have a fixed value to extend the test tracks because trucks have also to be taken into account in ISO standards
· It has been reminded that in Germany some studies are ongoing to determine which length could be appropriated to detect properly the backfire
· IMMA will present its position with justification during next meeting

· Annex 7, Paragraph 2.4. restructured with additional paragraphs
· Annex 7, Paragraph 2.4.2. to be clarified for Line AA’
· Annex 7, Paragraph 2.5. the footnote is a specification. So it should be directly in the text
· Annex 7, Paragraph 2.5.(c ) could be simplified? Practically we are looking for the higher engine speed rather than lower engine speed so maybe a simple value could be introduced rather than a formula – no strong objection to keep it as proposed by IMMA but would be better for harmonization
· The group supports to have as much as possible the same structure for UN-R-51 & UN-R-41 but maybe not always possible because we have different fields  
· Where is the statement about the modes? Which mode selected by authorities should be mentioned somewhere – any modes can be selected into the control range should be added in this proposal according to selection capabilities 
· Annex 7, Paragraph 2.6. Discussions about the limit for ASEP in progress – a new procedure should not change the limit 

· Contracting Parties reminded the need to have more data
· IMMA proposed to provide data for next session
· Concerns because of illegal modifications, illegal parts, the limits not enough stringent … - what contribute to the problem? Especially for environment – we need to find solution without punishing manufacturers

· Annex 7, §.3.3. “Additional operating conditions”
· Discussion on the number of points: 5 points in UN-R51 vs. 3 points in UN-R41 
· Reference point needed in R41 because possible to make ASEP without Annex 3 – that has been solved in R51 with Annex 3 to be done first before Annex 7 – 1st reference point is a replication of Annex 3 through a sentence directly in the text like “reference point not needed to be repeated if Annex 3 already done”
· Annex 7, Paragraph 3.3.2.: 
· Are there bikes with reverse gear? Not 2 wheels  “any forward” gears
· The ‘note’ should be a ‘footnote’
· In ISO also mentioned ‘skill and trained’ people for testing
· Annex 7, Paragraph 3.3.3. copy/paste from Annex 3
· when the anchor point is established, is it already reduce by 1dB or is it the measured ‘uncorrected’ – otherwise comment from EC to be taken into account – that means all uncorrected values have to be compared
· To make clear that in line AA’, the front of vehicle must be taken into account but also for line BB’, the rear of vehicle has to be taken into account
· ‘may’ to be replaced by ‘shall’ in last line of this paragraph
· Through Annex 4, Paragraphs 3.3.3.1.1. & 3.3.3.1.2., it is possible to have only 1 microphone 

· General question: what happens outside the control range? Not specified 
A new §.6.3.3 should be added in the main body ‘General specification’ of UN-R-41 as in R51 §.6.2.3.2.3.

Conclusion: A big work has already been done on UN-R-41. Nevertherless there are still a lot of issues to be solved - Discussions should be continued in Hamamatsu during the 14th session.

NB: Changes done during this 13th session highlighted in yellow in document ASEP-13-06 Rev.1.
· Exemption from ASEP for EV with AVAS operating in stationary  further discussions needed
· Paragraphs 6.2.3.2.2 and 6.2.3.2.3.: Agreement of the group to delete the square brackets even if this is a political issue because we have the “Document of reference only” GRB-68-03 which clarifies this point  maybe we will have to create a new “Document of reference only” to clarify this point in the future UN-R51-04
· It has been reminded that the document GRB-68-03 which explains how to deal with the current paragraph 6.2.3. of the UN-R51-03 is available on the UNECE website as “Document for reference only”.
· Paragraph 6.2.4. “Provisions against manipulations” not only for ASEP
· Indoor: we might need another table for indoor especially because of the tyres which should be out – it could be useful to have results on ASEP done indoor to continue discussions
· Annex 6, Paragraph 2.1. needs additional provisions  to be split in 2 paragraphs because we do not need so many points for Annex 3 and Annex 7 – CoP has to be simplified for ASEP
· Annex 7, 
· Paragraph 1. “General”: for Japan and the NL, this sentence does not seem necessary because redundant with Paragraph 6.2.3.2.3. in the main body  to be decided during next session
· Paragraph 3.3. “Control range” table still under discussions especially for vehicle with low PMR with difficulties to reach 80km/h on test tracks – still more difficult for 100km/ 
· Speed split for UN-R41 for low & high PMR is a good idea – how many meters do we need simply to arrive with good speed before enter Line AA’  to be decided during 14th session in Paragraph 3.3 “Control range” 
· Paragraph 3.4. “Operation conditions” table: number of operation conditions to be decided at next session
· The Appendix 1 has not been discussed – some corrections needed
