Action item WT-03-01
ETRTO will prepare detailed workplan considering the requested timing and resources. 
Target to deliver workplan proposal: Mid October 2019.

ETRTO presented the workplan proposal as per document WGWT-04-02

The workplan is considering 2 parts:
a. Analytical test plan: to assess some technical issues, specific to worn tyres
b. Screening test plan: Round Robin Test involving all testing companies to assess whether the current methods works for worn tyres and to characterize the worn tyre performance.

ETRTO has added to the document WGWT-04-02rev1 the details of the analytical test and screening tests
  
1. Participation of the test centers:

IWG discussed about the potential participation of the IWG testing companies.
The table as per document WGWT-04-04 was created and reviewed by the IWG.

Action item IWG Oct19/1
IWG testing companies will confirm by next IWG meeting on their participation to the test program.
They will also inform the IWG on the number of test (blocs) they intend to perform.

IWG agreed that for the analytical plan the tests shall respect the workplan proposal (number of test per site) for statistical purpose.
For the screening plan, IWG group agreed that it can be split although not recommended

Action item IWG Oct19/2
ETRTO to prepare a workplan organisational matrix including all potential testing companies and test to be performed. Target is to complete this file during next IWG meeting to finalise the test plan task sharing.

Action item IWG Oct19/3
ETRTO and UTAC to review before next IWG meeting about the task sharing of the analytical tests to be performed. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The workplan presented by ETRTO includes a first estimation of the budget requested for performing the test campaign. Possibilities of funding by the EU, e.g. HORIZON 2020 (EU Research and Innovation programme) were discussed.

2. Japan workplan

Document WT-04-03 is the JASIC workplan that will be performed by end of 2019. 
Japan endorsed the ETRTO workplan proposal.
The purpose of Japan test plan is to consider the tyre sizes representing the Japan market.

Action item IWG Oct19/3
IWG will assess whether the results of the JASIC workplan could be considered as complementary data to the analytical plan.
This assessment will consider on how to handle the results of the Japanese 3PMSF tyres (that are closer to Ice tyres than EU 3PMSF tyres)

It has been reminded to the IWG that all tests will be performed with the revised wet grip test method presciptions for new tyres (see GRBP-70-20 (ETRTO))

1. Tread depth


Action item WT01-02
IWG experts will make the assessment on the buffing tolerance of their buffing equipment. Buffing target is 2 mm for this study (determination of α based on the proposal above). 

Action item is closed

2. Wear profile

IWG agreed with the Worn Tyre definition proposal as presented (WT-03-04) with the following comments:
· the location of Li and Le need to be considered in the type approval report for ensuring the same test conditions in market surveillance procedure.
· How to manage the cases of tyres without mould parting line. ( Tyre Industry to investigate internally).
· The feasibility of the average roughness of 20 μm shall be confirmed during the test campaign. To verify in the test program whether it is needed to measure the roughness of all test tyres.
· The procedure shall mention that the roughness measurement shall not be taken in a groove.
· Check ISO 4287/1997 reference for the surface roughness measurement.To base the test procedure on the ISO test procedure, and to adapt it so as to be feasible for tyres.
· To prepare a test report template (annex).

The definition of worn tyre as proposed shall be confirmed in the test campaign.



3. Ageing


Action item WT-03-02
In order to complete the average mileage/year, China will check whether similar information of average mileage can be shared with the IWG.

China informed IWG that the information will be shared after the meeting.

Action item WT-03-03
Tyre industry will investigate whether publications are available on the average mileage/tyre, or if a different way to estimate the average mileage of tyres is existing.

Action item WT-03-04
USTMA will provide information on the average demounting tyre age in US. 

USTMA provided information on the average mileage (21561km/year), but not on the average tyre demounting age.

Tyre industry will investigate what could be the criteria to define the medium ageing of tyres (needs the outcome of action item WT-01-05)
