1. Welcome remarks 
Dr. Kozlov welcomed the participants to the meeting in Paris (see attendance list). Due to travel restrictions some members could only take part via online conference.
1.1. Review the minutes of the 18th meeting (VIAQ-18-09)
Dr. Wehrmeier presented the minutes of the 18th meeting. The group approved the minutes without changes.

1.2. Progress report (VIAQ-19-03)
Dr. Kozlov summarized the activities of the group in his progress report. 

2. Working items 
2.1 Final Draft of Revision 1 of Mutual Resolution No. 3 (VIAQ-19-04)
Dr. Kozlov presented the final draft document with corrections on the language.
The group accepted the proposed changes and thanked Dr. Kozlov for preparing the document and Mr. Coleman for his comprehensive review and adaption on the language. Dr. Kozlov will submit this document as final version to GRPE for release in June session.




2.2 Outside Vehicle Air Pollutants –Review (VIAQ-19-05)
In preparation of a possible 3rd stage of UNECE VIAQ IWG activities, Mr Stahl presented an overview of outside air pollutants and concentration distributions in different areas. He also showed new filtering techniques for some biological hazards.
The group thanked Mr. Stahl for the overview and will take the input into account for the 3rd stage.

2.3  Future interior air quality monitoring systems (VIAQ-19-06)
Mr. Richard presented an updated status of the development activities and possible use cases for a new vehicle onboard air quality sensor by Vitesco Technologies.
The sensor can help controlling pollutant intake into the vehicle cabin.
The group thanked Mr. Richard for the update and will take the development into account for the possible 4th stage.


2.4 Development of a methodology for in-board assessment of the efficiency of air quality filters (VIAQ-19-07)
Mr. Li-Bihan from INERIS showed their investigation on filter efficiency measurements of particulate matter in vehicle cabins and the influence of sampling points. 
The group thanked Mr. Li-Bihan for this insight on influencing factors and will take the results into consideration for the 3rd stage.

2.5 Proposals for 3rd and 4th stages of UN ECE VIAQ group activity (VIAQ-19-08)
Dr. Kozlov summarized the working items for a 3rd and gave a future outlook to possible 4th stage of UNECE VIAQ IWG activities.
The group conclude to follow up with a 3rd stage to create a sampling method for outside air pollutions that can enter vehicle cabin.

2.6  Review the Terms of Reference for the 3rd stage (VIAQ-19-09)
Dr. Kozlov drafted a terms of reference document for the 3rd stage. 
The group reviewed the document (see link). It was concluded to start with a broad scope of different outside pollutants including biological active particle like virus and to focus on the most relevant pollutants during the activities of the 3rd stage. The group refused to create an air quality ranking system, because this would require expertise of toxicologists, which are not in the scope of UNECE VIAQ.

2.7 Sensor air quality (VIAQ-19-10)
Mr. Carras from Mir Sense presented their development on a photoacoustic sensor for air pollutant measurements.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The group thanked Mr. Carras for the insight into their development activities and will take the possibilities into consideration for a possible 3th stage of UNECE VIAQ activities.

Mr. Molden informed the group on the recent activities of CEN/WS 103 to create a method for particle and CO2 measurement in vehicle cabin air. Their working group is still open to participants until the next meeting on 14th May in Brussels. 
It was concluded to have a close exchange of investigation results between CEN/WS 103 and UNECE VIAQ IWG 3rd stage. Mr. Molden encouraged UNECE VIAQ members to contribute to the CEN group.
